SUSSEX BREED OF ENGLAND

Foremost Among All-Purpose Breeds
in England-They Very Much

Resemble Dorking.

England. In type aid earr'iage they

Speckled Sussex.

size of our Plymouth Rocks. In colof
scheme and head and leg points they
differ strongly from the Dorkings, their
legs and feet being white, skin and
flesh white, and their egg shells light-
ly tinted. There are three varieties
rec<ognized by the iEnglish standard,
namely, the IRed or lirown, the Ilght
and the Speckled--of the latter Is
shown lherewith an illustration.

Like the Dorking, the Sussex is r c--
ognized primarily in England for its

dlulmp carcass of white meat, which
is preferred to the yellow carcass so
much in evidence in our PlymnMuthl
Rocks and \Vyandotte,.s. Though not

quite so large as the IDorking, they are
small of bone, and are rated as better
layers.

PROPER FEEDING OF PIGEONS

Twice a Day Is Sufficient at All Times
of Year-Many Changes Can Be

Made in Menu.

Feeding pigeons twice a day is mufil
clent at all times of the year. We
often read of the importance of early
morning feeding, but this is purely a
notion; eight o'clock is a good time
for the breakfast hour.

The proper method of feeding Is to
have a board about 24 inches long and
eight inches wide, with strips nailed
around the four sides one inch high,
in which is placed grit, covering the
botton: about half an inch deep, with

good, sharp mixture. At the present
time there are very many fine com-
binatlons on the nmarket. l'pon this
grit can be spread Canada peas, wheat
and canary seed in the morning, and
in the evening small round corn, hulled
oats and Canada peas; as much should
be given as the birds will eat up clean.
There are many changes that can be
made in the menu. Bread can be
given, also a little lettuce, rice, oat-
meal, kaffir corn, millet and hemp
seed. Lettuce is good green food.
Hemp is very heating and fattening,
and should be given sparingly, al-
though pigeons are very fond of it.

The .9rst requisite to a good hatch
is healthy parent stock well mated.

As soon as your hens quit laying sell
them to the butcher.

Generally fowls that feather early
are good egg producers, good sitters
ann good mothers.

The more the fowls are distributed
over the farm in summer the nmore

productive they will be.
If you feed mash in troughs, feed it

in clean troughs. Dirt has nothing to
do with a balanced ration.

Emnpty all the water receptacles at
night, so as to start with fresh water
In the mirning.

When the laying and hatching sea-
son are over for ducks and geese, it
Is the proper season to pluck the crop
of feathers and get them ready for
market.

Thousands of hens are killed every
year by feeding too much wet foods
and mashes. The greater portion of
the feed should be dry,

Feed and water ducks at the same
time. You will notice that they take
a sip of water after every two or
three bites of food.

Charcoal is a corrective and not a
medicine. It absorbs gases and pro
motes digestion of the food.

Turkey hens with pullets do not
thrive In closed board houses, Knock
out the side boards and replace with
wire netting.

Any farmer with 50 acres of land
ought to raise 200 chicks every year
and make a profit on them of $1 a
head.

The drinking vessels ought to be
scalded with boiling water after being
rinsed with cold water at least once
every day.

If you will number your hens with
a leg bani and keep a little book 're-
garding each fowl you will find the
work to ba doubly interesting.

When fowls are fed soft foods at
night it is digested early, and the
fowls get hurr;ry before morning.
Feeding whole grain at night largely
avoids this.

One advantage in breeding ducks Is
their freedom from disease. Get them
safely through the first two weeks of
their lives and they will be all right
thereafter.

Clean out the nest boxes occasion-
ally, putting in a fresh supply of bed-
ding.

Sweep down the cobwebs from the
walls and roof or they will attract
dust and soon look vear unsightly.
