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The Rice Harvest in Plaquemiiftes.

THE rice harvest in this parish is now in full
swing. The rapid fall in the river cutting off
the water supply for irrigation purposeS,'left a
good deal of the rice undeveloped and giving a
very poor promise a few weeks ago. The rains,
however, that have been prevailing for a mointh
past have benelited thlese inadequatelyitrigathd '
fields and more'rice will probably be gathered
frbm them th'arsecimed at all possible a month
or -pore ago. -

;As is usual, the advent of any isaiderable
ride upon the makret has a tendeney to 'k
down values 'and'those who will harvest their
rice and sell-it oniat'lutted market.wilWdoubt-
less find themselves disappointed in the results.
In Plaquemines Parish, in former days, it was
customary among'iil the rice planters to put
their rice in stacks and let it pass through the .
sweat incidental to stacking and then later on,
whenever it wiascinvenient, to market the rice
in'the best way possible, but not precipitately,
a.f isellig it off 'at auction. As our readers
know, the very handsome fortuneofthe Sovoies
was made largely .by the pruidence of Mr.
Bernard Savoie in the matter of harvesting and
selling his rice. Once in a while he may have
found that he could have done better by selling
earlier, but, as a rule his delayed sales seemed
to realize him more net money than others got
for their rice.

This brings to mind the matter of taking
care of rice after its harvest. Mr. Bernard
Savoie put his threshed rice in bins, just as is
done with wheat, oats, barley and rye in the
western states and in that way saved all the
wastage from rats cutting the bags, and when
the rice was.sold it could be qnickly bagged and
sent to market.

This is a matter that is impressing itself
more and more upon.all of ur people identified
aithtagrichlat horticulture; t tuik gardening,
aid so on,that 'i that the markting of the
crop is about as serious aatter; as roducing
it. TOAW enga !ii n "mainy moaths hard
work, to produce goo crops, ana thei tt lpvye

,t-Athem mereileslsy slAitered in a glutted max,
i kdt is'afyery crushi iptie rid'imdnouhtl
to diftourage anyone. Such discouragement
has done great harm on the lower coast. It
may be that by adequate precautions we can
remove these tiroubles ohe by 'one. On the
East bank for many years one of the great mis-
fortunes was the somewhat frequent. inunda-
tion of the rice fields by the autumnal gtorms.
The great back levee there constructed is now
doing a great deal of good in the protection of
the country, bulitt the same time the system of
outlet gates is defective. These: were intended
to be automatic and yet are not found to close
automatically and cannot be well reached in
times of high back water in any way to make
then tight. We haves been inclined to think
that it would be better even now to have a
canal on the inside, .or field side of the back
levee say 80 orA0 feet away frbm the base of
the levee and this canal could carry the inside
water to natural outlets, whereih larger flumes,
.6, 8 or 10 feet wide could be plaed thit would
alloy all of the inside water to out whenever
the outside water was of a lower lIvel than that
inside. This is an engmeerin problem. that
ought to be very carefull! consiered and if the
present system has any intrinsic fault it would
be well forthose iterested to e deavor to cor-
reet tde faults as rapidly as theI could, hoping
in time, to create a system that qhall be just as
effective in Louisiana as are the hundreds of
draina3 distrlcts in liolland apad on the east
coast of England, where such works have been
oi.rfl atinig for more than a thousand years. The

wster in our canals comigg from the leakages
ot the f rrigation water, could be plimped back
oithe front lands againi through narrow ditch.
es and use iee again for irrigating the rice
crop. The lf't would be so slight, say only 2 or
3 feet, that with a 3venge or Titus pump such
water could 'be availed of whernever the river
wasl ow,,; imng river irrigation diflcualt,

The American Corn Crop. u
THE American corn crop, a product of about e

107 million acres of land, was expected to have
exceeded 3,000 millions of bushels, but the q
droughts recently prevailing in the central and
western states have cut the quantity down very e
considerably and the present estimated yield is
placed a little under 2400 millions of bushels, "
against 3125 millions of bushels last year. The t
average crop yield was placed at 25 bushels and
rated in condition on August 1st at 75.8 per
cent as compared with 80 per cent at the same
date last year, and as compared with 86.9per x
a month ago. The drought has been most dis-
astrous in Kansas and Oklahoma.

Our readers identified with the sugar indus-
try are familiar with the fact that these occas*
ional droughts in the western states, reaching
all the way to the Rocky Mountains at times,
interfere very seriously with Indian corn. This
ledat an early date to the planting of immense a
quantities of sorghum in Kansas, that being a
plant which more deeply rooted itself and seems
to require less moisture for its completedevelop-
ment. The success of sorghum in Kansas gave.
an impetus to the sorghum sugar experimenta-
tion in the early days before the final success
of the beet sugar manufacture was demonstrated

The production of oats on 38 million acrtp i
was reported for condition on August 1st at 73.2

'per cent, as against 90.3 a year ago and Is
against 76.3 on July 1, 1913. With oats culture
less widely spread than corn, the great injury
resulting from drought is not so keenly felt.''
The ten year average is a yield of 29.7 bushels
to the acre.' The expected yield this year is
26.8 as against a yield last yedr of 37.4. The
estimated shortage of oats this year as com-
pared to last is placed at 390 millionsof bushels.
The oats crop of the country is estimated at
1,028 millions of bushels this year, as against
1,418 millions of bushels last year.
