Plaquemines’ Gypsies.

Plaqueminea Parish has been favored,
or punished, within a few days by a
visitation of some sixty gypsies, a lar-
ger concourse of them than usually get
towether anywhere, and so far as we
can recall about the only gypsies that
have visited Plaguemines Parish in the
last century. It would seem that while
they were about the Court House and
surveved the majesty of the law as
there shown, they were held in a con-
dition of comparative harmlessnese,
but forty or fifty miles further down
the river they began to develop taeir
horse trading and fortune telling pro-
clivities and with considerable success,
if current reports are accurate, Their
strongest cards ordinarily are in trad-
ing horees, in which they are extreme-
ly skillful; and in fortune telling, where
in their women ure the masters of the
art,

This band of gypsies seem, however,
to have gone beyond fortune telling
and to have done something in the way
of creating fortune, if not for those to
whom they made the promises, at least
for themselves. Their method was se
simple and 80 absurd that one would
have thought that none of our people
could have been caught in their traps,
but evidently some of them have sur-
rendered to the wiles of these gay de-
ceivers. One of thoir methods was to
utter certain incantations or prayers
over a pocket book, which eontained a
certamn amount of money, with the re-
sult that within three days the quanti-
ty would be doubled. This hundred
per cent gain doubtless influenced some
of the victims to put all of their money
into pocket books that were carefully
tied up and sealed under. the ineanta-
tions or prayers of the operating gyp-
sies with the promise not to open for
three days. One skeptical man, how-
ever, seems to have opened his pocket
book at once and found all of his mon-
. ey gone but one nickle, whereas he had

had several dollars in the packet boek.
He at once suspected froud and com-
municated ‘with the sheriff and the
whole band was arrested.and -exgorted.
ta Pointe a la Hache, where they were
made to atone for their crimes in due
course,

Thirteen men, belonging to the band,
faced the bar of the Twenty-Ninth
Judicial District Court on Tuesday
morning and pleaded guilty cto telling

" fortunes in violation of the law, and
were fined $5 by Judge Hingle and
costs. The costs amounted to $345,
which they promptly paid.

The whole story is suggestive of the
strong inclination of men, even in these
modern days to get something out of
nothing; to endeavor to get money or
values without earning them and, as in
this instance, they generally come to
grief. Fortunately for us, hewever,
these strange people who seem to be
wanderers upon the face of the earth
and outlaws almost everywhere, sel-

- dom visit Plaquemines Parish and this

present experience of theirs with|

Plaquemines’ laws will be some guar-
antee of their not coming back again
and if they do come, they will find our
people more skeptical than their recent
experiences with the gypsies would
indicate.
