OuR readers will reniinber the good old

days when our leading luggermen cAme down

on the Lower Coast and bought the orange

crops in the field, paying a quartr or half the

contract purchase price down in cash, the rest

to be paid when the oranges were taken away.

Of course this old familiar method was some-

what hazardous to both parties, as oranges

might rule high in price and some sellers in this

way realize less than they would for their

oranges had they held them until fully matured.

On the other hand, the buyers, who were pru-

dent, careful men, thoroughly conversant with

the business and in active competition with each

other, would generally pay as high prices for

such oranges thus bought, as they could afford

There are some objections to the methods,

however, apart from the method of purchase.
