SMALL DEFICIT IN 1914 FAIR IS TO

BE MET BY THOSE BACK
OF MOVEMENT.

SITUATION IS ENCOURAGING

Seceding Automobile Exhibitors Are
to Be Held Liable For Violation
of Contracts With Asscciation.

Shreveport.—Plans were lnaugurat.
ed at a meeting of the board of direc
tors of the Louislana State Fair As-
sociation for the early closing up of
the affairs of the 1914 State Fair, and
the beginning of preparations for mak-
ing the 1915 Fair a still greater and
better exposition.

The financial report of the opera-
tions of the 1914 Fair disclosed a more
encouraging condition than had been
expected, the amount of money belng
necessary to raige to meet the as-
gociation’s obligations incurred for
carrying on the Fair being less than
$2,000.

Encouraged by this showing‘ the
directors authorized President R. R.
Emery and Secretary L. N. Bruegger-
hoft to bhorrow the sum of $8,600 for
the purpose of meeting the defilcit on
the 1914 Fair and financing next
year's exposition.

Directors John Jenkins and W. K.

Henderson, Sr., were among those
most active in urging the negotiation
of the State Fair's notes for an
amount necessary to meet the short-
age of the late Fair and provide funds
for carrying on operations for the
1915 Fair, and thelr argument in fa-
vor of planning for a greater and
bigger exposition for next year was
readily concurred in by tne other di-
rectors present.
After submitting the financial state.
ment, which was made up by Ac:
countant S. M, Watson, Secretary
Brueggerhoff submitted a lat of va-
rious parties and concerns against
whom the association still held ac-
counts, all of which were accounted
for satisfactorily except the automo-
bile exhibitors who had left the Fair
Grounds on the second day of the ex-
position because of a dlsagreement
with another exhibitor about the plac-
ing of a sign on the building in which
the auto exhibit was held.
