War news is scarce this week.
The government has tightened her
grip on ofticial news, but if any-

certainly got it. The Spanish fleet
which rested at Cape Verde Islands
so long, and which is made up of
some of vhe finest cruisers afloat,
18 now in West Indian waters, and
admiral Sampson is hunting for it
with the larger ships of his fleet,

leaving the smaller ones to keep

up the bleckade of Cuba. Sehley’s

flying squadron has gone to assist
either in the Olockade or in the
search for and capture of the Span-
ish fleet,

A big naval battle is
probable at any moment. Samp-
son’s fleet destroyed the fortifica-
tions at San Juan Poto Rieo, where

it expected to find the Spanish

ships. If they go there now, Liow-

ever, in their game of hide-and-

seek to dodge our fleet, they will
uot have these batteries to assist

them in ease of attack. In cutting
a cable at Cienfogos, Cuba, our
marines were fired upon, two kill-
ed and a few others wounded, bat
our gunboats replied with a heavy
five, which dislodged the Spanish
soldiers with great loss—perhaps
300 men.

Qur great battle ship Oregon,

which was coming up the Atlantic
from Brazil, and which was in great
danger of an attack from the whole
Spanish fleet as she erossed its
path, is now officially reported safe.

Admiral Dewey is holding Ma-

uilla under strict blockade, and it
likely to capitalate before many
days. The crniser Charleston was
