$2000 LICENSES.

Our Police Jury at its last ses-
sion fixed the licenses for the sale
of whiskey, etc., at $2000 per an-
num, as will be seen by the pro-
ceedings elsewhere in this issue.

We presume that some of the
members voted for this as a pro-
hibition measure, without looking
at it from a monopoly standspoint.

Where there are now 15 or 20
saloons in the parish making as
many men a living, and no man a
fortune, under the new regime there
will always be one saloon here in
Natchitoches to supply all the
whiskey that, all the saloons now
supply, and having no competition,
the prices and profits will be grad-
ed to suit the capitalists who alone
will be able to go into it.

This will make the profits im-
mense for the one saloon which can
then exist, where it is only a liv-
ing for the many that now exist.
Inmother words, it will be profita-
ble for the liquor traffic and the
few alen who can go into it then,
while now it is unprofitable to the
liquor business and advantageous
to the greater numbor of people
who are employed and who use it.
Be the men who voted for this

measure can hardly be classed as
prohibitioaists, since it does not
prohibit, and is more favorable to
whiskey than before, and yet they
have voted against the interests of
the great number of whiskey sel-
lers and whiskey drinkers,

This is another one of those de-
lectable reforms made possible by
that niew constitution which promi-
nent men from our town gave us.

New York's Election Bill.

Some time ago, in referring to
the proposition of the Republicans
in New York to create a returning
boad, composed of two Repuli-
cans, two Democrats and a State
superintendent of elections, The
Times-Democrat said that the su-
perintendent would to all intents
and purposes be the whole board.

So clear is this that the Republi-
cans, who have been in continuous
conference over the matter, have
abandoned the notion of a return-
ing board, and have now a plan,
which has been carefully drafted
and forced through the Legislature,
for a superintendent only. John
McCullash, who was chief of p-
lice until forced out by Mayor Van
Wyck about two months ago, has
been appointed State Superintend-
ent of Elections.

This superintendent is to appoint
.700 deputies, each of whom is to
have the authority of a sheriff, and
may arrest without warrant any
person who in his presence violates
or attempts to violate any of the
pmrovisions of the election law or
the'penal code relating to crinrns
against the electivi fradi6iise. He
may also visit and -g ect any
house, dwelling building, inn, lodg-
ing house or hotel withba the met-
ropolitan district in owder to iied
out all about any perln residing
or claiming to rtside there. He
can inspect and 'opy books, re-
cords, etc., relating to registration.
He can require any lodging house
keeper. landlord or proprietor to
exhibit his registe' of lodgers at
any timte. Any person who neg-
lects ot refues to: furnish any ini
formation is pnilsbable under the
law.
