And the end justifies the means, the
New York Tribune thinks.

Our next century will witness the
greatest industrial conflict the world
has ever seen, predicts the Atlanta
Constitution. It is devoloping now.
Germany has sent her industrial gen-
erals over the world to conquer trade
for German manufacturers. England,
tardy through her self-contained sut-
ficiency, has waked to the situation,
while France and other European na-
tions are fast following suit. So far
Germany appears to have the best d'f
it, because of the more thorough train-
ing of her commercial emissaries. These
men are practical graduates of prac-
tical trade schools. They go out abso-
lutely equipped for the service. The
trade school turns the tide of battle.
America is the home of inventive geni-
us and has given more labor-saving
machinery to the world than the other
nations combined. But we pay preci-
ous little attention to the details. We
are intelligent enough and learn readi-
ly. What we need is practical train-
ing in the details of construction. In
fact, we need trade schools and lots of
them. When ninety per cent. of our
university students are preparing for
the practice of law, it is time for our
industries to wake up in earnest and
show that it is necessary in preserving
and promoting our trade to thorough-
ly understand trade details.

At the end of the year 1897, the debt
of Cuba was $522,020,200, and the ca-
pacity of the island to raise revenue
is limited to $35,000,000 or $40,000,-
000 a year. The debt appears to have
been chiefly created in the last twenty
years, the total debt in 1868 having
been only $20,000,000. Since 1866 the
increase of the debt has been abnormal
and ought to have created alarm. Re-
cently the question has been raised in
Cuba, by whom ought this debt to be
paid. Senor Moret expressed the opin-
ion that Spain ought to pay part of it;
some Spaniards thought that Spain, in
whose cause the debt had been con-
tracted, ought to pay the whole. What
will happen, if, as is probable, Spain,
by the fortune of war, should lose the
island? Who will then pay the debt?
Or will it be repudiated? In 1863, the
Spanish Minister, de Ultramar decided
that the debt of Cuba ought to be dim-
inished, and in that year, by him, a
reduction of $7,386,46k was made. Ev-
ery year since 1873 has seen a deficit.
The American Government, under
Polk, offered $100,000,000 for the isl-
and, and $120,000,000 was the limit
which he was willing to give. Spain
refused to sell then, as she would now.
Persons who have recently raised a
question of purchase, as the alternative
of war, have not named a higher sum
than $200,000,000, not much more than
one-third the amount of the debt.
Spain ousted from the island, may
be unable to pay the debt;- and the
question is whether its new masters
will be willing or able"to pay. It is
a poor lookout for Cuban creditors.
