Fa;tth"r Jan wa.es lrn at I',,tivity. iIn

Irittainy, of highly re'sp•etable paren:ts.
April "2. 11IEit, and was secrertly Iaptizedl
in a hospital in tihe' stormy cpl.nh of the
ltepulie.

Anne d'Aure y on thie' nleumo-
r'lhle Itht of Jucne. it.. a:ed, no doubt
rejOicmci like a ro~yal I•rcetn. as Ilh was,
at tlhe restoration m cf the ilourbon,:: amnd
mouanre!:y.
It was the intention of the youth to

join time Society of ,l.sus, but being o;'-
posed by his tutor, he, in 18M3, entered
St. Sulpice, Paris, as a seiminerlst. Ihlay-
inlg conlpleteml his theological course he
was ordained at Notre hIamue by Archili-
shop Purcell of Cincinnati. 014 Trinity
Sunday lie said his first massu at the ('on-
venmt des ('larmlUs, ever nmelmorable as tile
scene of the nmassacre of so !tmany priest:;
in I'9t3. Ills intimate friend Aicbb Star-
rat. served at the first m.eass. Little iid
eilther then think that thims same Able,!

ter, in tile fair city on the Seine, scenes
nhot less horible than those of !r3, and hle-
come' tile victima of another mlassacre, imn
atrocity ecoend only to that of the ('on-
venlt des ('armes, for tihe :AhLe Surrat was
assassinated by the counmunists.

On tile return of C(llharles X., front
Rheims to Paris, Pere Jan actelas one of
tihe maitres de eercnmonis, at the grand
Te IDeum at Notre dlame. Often d;d the
simple priest, in far away St. Martinzs-
ville, smile to think that he, on sno grand
ain occasion ihad given the order "ixmissr
p1mrscer" toe naiy great persomages,. amonig
olthers. Mgr. Frayssinous, Minister of
Publie Insltuction. A few years later,
he saw the ignominious flight of the
sautme Charle, that typical Boulrlbn who
comld neither forget nor learn.

Buit the vieissiteltms of royal person-
ages could not interfere with the even
tenor of hiis way who consideri thle timell

lp'ent withhiis eate chism class at St. :;ul-
pier as "'tie halppiest of h!s life."

Amllong Pere Jan's early friends were
acornlarie, Harat and Varin. Lacorla-

rle was in philosophy when P'ere Jan was
ill thleology in the same collehe.

It is said that it was to escmape tihe uitre
that Pere Jan offered himself for a dif-
ciult mission to a West lndian Isle, when
he was roughly treated by the terrible
Moalouque. In January, 1851, he lt'eame
pastor of St. Martinsville, and devoted
himself with astonishing zeal to the wel-
fare of the people. lie never left his
pamt even for a day--never once visite'd
hoew (hOrlean.•s-lalid, so to say, between
tile pIorcl and tile altar-never left his
Ihome exeept to visit thie church, tIle
selhools or the sick, led a life of prayer,
ltabor, and, mortifleation, and died on the
feast of thIe Assumptiou of the Blesseml
Motlher. to whom he was deeply devoted.

liet was a priest for over sixty years,
dluring which his daily mnaea was omit-
tel only tllree times. Hir was a total ab-
stainer and never touched tobacco. When
not visiting the sick or tile schools, he
aiaesut lived in the confessional.

His life, therefore, was well spont. It
was truly the life of "tile gZlo andl faith-
fnl priest." Hlow sweet and soul insp'ir-
ilg must then have sounlemi to his eatr.
thie imnvitation of his Master: "Well doih:'.
eool anl faithful servant, . . enter
an thie Kinulom of thy Lord.-The
Morning Star.
