The Palmetto Railroad.
The Palmetto and Gulf Rail-

way company has been organized
with its domicile at New Iberia.
The capital stock is fixed at $500,-
000 divided into 5000 shares of
$100 each. The idea of this com-

pany is to build and operate a line
of steam boats on Bayou Teche,
Atchafalaya River and Bayou Pla-
quemine, and to build a railroad
from a point on the Texas Pacific
Railway, at or near the town of
Palmetto, in St. Landry parish,
through Port Barry, Leonville,
Arnaudville, Breaux Bridge, St.
Martinville, New Iberia to Bayou
Carlain, connecting with deep wa-
ter at Vermnillion Bay. The first
board of directors is composed of
James A. Lee, Emile C. Rogers,
Andrew Thorpe, Alexis Voorhies,
Paul D)eclouet, V. P. Guilfoux,
Wmin. B. Davis and Adam Davis.
