The Annual Meeting of the Holstein-
Fricsian Assoclation.

The Southern Farmer has re-
ceived from Mr. Frederick H.
Houghton, secretary, a condensed
report of the proceedings of the
annual meeting of the Holstein-
Friesian Association, held at Buf-
falo, June 6, 1900. The meeting
was & very interesting one and
doubtless will do a great deal to
forward the interests of this vala-
able variety of dairy stock. The
president in his annual addrees re-
ferred to a cow five years old tes-
ting as high as 6.3 per cent fat,
and producing 4.83 pounds of but-
ter in a day, surpassing any offi-
cial record for the time made by
any cow of any age. The official
seven day milk for a cow three

ears old was formerly 568}
pounds. A record of 569 pounds
6 otinces now takes its place. The
most remarkable record of all is
that made by the same three year
old cow of 24.48 pounds of butter
in seven days, surpassing the beet
former official three year old re-
cord by'2.64 pounds. It is stated
that this is not only official, bat
all chance for cavil and question
as to its accuracy was set at rest
by a re-iest, which was ordered
and in which the cow showed an
increased yield.

Another cow, making an official
record of over 24 pounds of batter,
did it at a feed cost of only 4 cts
per pound. In & public show
ground test a cow, after being
shipped from her home and with
new surroundings, made 4.25
pounds of butter in a day and 8.6
pounds in two days.

From these data we may readily
see that the enthusiasm now man-
ifested by the breeders of Holstein
Friesian dairy stock is certainly
based on & good foundation,

Once upon a time, there was a
labor riot in this town, and it was
observed, or or believed,
that the then Mayor, then all-pow-
erful and commander-in-chief in
reality of the police force, was in
sympathy with the mob.

The Legislature of the Siate
created a Police Hoard, with all
power. Fearful, that the Mayor
might have some authority, it left
him a mere figure-head, which, in
1896, it was attempted to correct,
but the’ Mayor was found, when
the amendments were adopted, to
be a responsible figure-head, with
no authority at all.

The rioting in New Orleans was
duoe to a worthless police force.
The Thursday afterncon States
said: “Not o mingle arrest was
made by the police throughout
last night and this morning. No
attompt was made to take into cus-
tody any of the members of the
mob. Several policemen express-
fed themselves as being in favor of
shooting the negroes.”

The worthless police force is
due to a political and worthless
Police Board, and there is no es-
caping that conelusion.

At the time the law was enacted,
taking from a worthless Mayor
every vestige of power over the
force, the promoters of the law
warned, that worthjess Mayors
were an exception and not the rule
in New Orleans. They were told,
that s time would come when'a
good Mayor's hands would be tied;
that he would be powerless to pro-
tect his charge, and that & worth-
less commission would evade re-
sponsibility behind a worthless
law.

Well, we have reached that
time, and a great city, in her ex-
tremes, cries out for relief, and the
worthless Board quibbles with the
worthless law.

Now New Orleans has a Mayor
whose determination to do his full
duty to any and every emergency
has been shown, and the worthless
Police Board, attempts to play up-
on him the cheap, political trick of
fastening the responsibility upon
that Mayor.

The Board will do or perform any-
thing the Mayor may intimate or
suggest. As the Boardis so sensi-
tive about their legal status and
their legal power, will the Board
stand up and point out the law
which authorizes them to clothe
the Mayor with imperious powers?

Not that we are not anxious,
Mr Capdeville did not at this mo-
ment enjoy that power. Did he,
there would be an end to a worth-
less Police Board and a worthless
police foree.
