New York, Nov. 28.-Qpmuel Unter-
meyer applied to and obtained Monday
from Justice Fitzgerald, sitting in the
supreme court, an injunction order re-
turnable on Monday next, against the
Count and Count and Countess Castel-
lane and George Gould, Edwin Gould,

Howard Gould and Helen M. Gould, as
trustees under the will of Jay Gould, re-
straining them from paying to Anna
Gould, the Countess de Castellane, any
part of the estate in the hands of the
trustees, or from applying any part of
the trust funds to the debts of Anna
Gould, or to her support or that of her
children until the further direotion of
the court.

The plaintiff in the suit is Anthony J.

Dittmar. who sues an assignee of Asher
Wertheimer,a London bric-a-brac dealer.
The complaint which is a long printed
document, contains copies of drafts
drawvn by Wertheimer and accepted in
writing by the Count and Countess de
Castellane, amounting to upward of

$885,000, of which $283,000 and upward
is past due.

It is stated that Anna Gould has $18,-
000,000 held in trust for her by her
brothers and sister, and that her income
is about $500,000. It is claimed that

P$50,000 a year is what the count and
countess require for their support, and
the plaintiff asks that the remainder of
income should be applied to payment of

the couple's debts. It is said that over
X50,000 of surplus income has already

scoumulated in the hands of the trus-
tees, whichught to be used for this
purpose. R present suit is said to be
atestaese, and it is reported to be
backed by-other creditors than Wert-
heimer.

A few weeks ago George J. Gould was
appointed guardian for the Countess de
Castellane in a proceeding in the Frenho
courts. The creditors claim that the
purpose df this prooeecing was to get
the property of the Countess de Castel-
lane away from attack by her creditors,
so as to enable the Goulds to force set-
tlement of the debts at their own time
a44 on their own terms.
