In short there

is little to be said in detense of the

medium through which Whitman de-

clares himself. And yet beneath the

rough exterior there are grains of gold.

He is everything good and bad. He is

an awkward. friendly naive creature.

his craving for approbation was pathet-

ic. He is the brother of all men, the

child of nature, the epitome of her quali-

ties. He thrusts himself forward by

name.
"I-Walt Whitman;
I cultivate myself."
Again. at times he is very simple and

genuine and pathetic. It was Walt
Whitman who said: "I think I could lis-

ten and live with animals, they are so

placid and self-contained. I stand and

look at them long and long.
They don't sweat and whine about

their condition.
They don't lie awake in the dark and

weep for their sins.
They don't make me sick discussing

their duty to God.
Not one is dissatisfied, not one is de-

mented with the mania of owning

things.
Not one kneels to another, nor to his

kind that lived thousands of years ago.
Not one is respectable or unhappy

over the whole earth."

"But we should note this: Whitman
merely wanted to live with animals, he

did not desire to become one. He wasn't
willing to forfeit kisowledge: and aepart
of that knowledge was that man has

some things yet to learn from the pa-

tient brute."

It will be admitted that in some cities
crematries which consume the ordinary
waste, such as paper, trash and sweep-
ings are operated with no greater dis-
comforts than a sawmill, or blacksmith
shop, but will the council name a city
where there is mnaintained in populated
neighborhoods or districts a crematory
where the ordure. the refuse, the waste.
the sweepings and the dirt. including
dead animals of every description, are
hauled for incineration?

The Caucasian has in mind one such
crematory which "stunk out" a commun-
ity. Its existence was curtailed sudden-
ly one night by a mysterious explosion
and since then there has been no effort
to rebuild over the ruins.

If the council would do the right and
fair thing by the people of every neigh-
borhood, they will agree to have the
crematory at or near the city dump. At
such a site it would not be so convenient
to "'coal" asalongside-of-a railroad-traek
but as the crematory is said to be :
self-feeder from its crematories, litt*'
copl or wood would be needed, and that

or a track connection on the levee could
be made at comparatively little cost.

It is safe to say that any attempt to
force this crematory in any neighbor-
hood will lead the city into legal en-
tanglements. The city council will do
the greatest good to the whole commun-
ity by locating the crematory at or near
the city dump.

CHANGE OF TIME.
