E. T. ClASTEEN

Died in the Sanitatrium Monday at
I I O'clock.

After lingering, with no hope of re-
covery. E. T. Chasteen died in the Sani-
tarium Monday at II o'clock.

He
lay in the stable unconscious about 30
minutes, then walked into his house,
where he received speedy help and was
conveyed without delay to the Sanita-
rium; but so'serious was his condition
that little if ahy hopes were ever enter-
tained for his recovery: He bore his
misfortune with Christian forbearance
and gradually passed away. I

It was an extraordinary accident, per-
haps, without a parallel in the medical
records.

The deceased was aged 47 years and
leaves a loving wife and child to mourn
his untimely end.

ROAD CONVICTS

Reports of Cruelty and Mistreatment

Should Be Investigated.

Reports of cruelty and the mistreat-

ment of convicts assigned to duty on
the public roads have beet rife and fre-

quent. Not having had the opportunity
to investigate, it is not possible for the

Caucasian, at this titre, to pin the blame

where it should rest, but, as the old

adage goes, where there is much smoke

there must be some fire; therefore, it
is not unreasontable to assume that some
of the prisoners have been mistreated
or treated with unnecessary cruelty.

There is at the Charity Hospital a man

named C. W. Smith who was convicted

to do duty on the public road. This
man is in a precarious condition and
may not survive.

It has been alleged that white men
and negroes have been compelled to
bunk together, and there has been little
distinction in the general treatment of
the men.

Among the numir who are doing
conuict duty on the road are white men
who are railroad hands; whose offend-
ing has been to get ,drunk and down
and being penniless after their drunken
debauchery are treated as vagrants and
consigned to the public road.

However, to say the least at this time,
it devolves on the authorities to make
a full, impartial investigation regardiess
as to who may be involved.
