Her thoughts are not al-
ways recorded upon the leaves of solld
rock by the sharp penell of the light-
ping. Her hroad manuseripts are of-
ten llke the sands of the seashore,
waaned clean at least once a day by
the Inflowing tides, They are the
blackboards in the schoolreom of a lit-
tle child, The written words of the
morning are obliterated by the teacher
to make room for the arithmetic class
ond the fgures of the afternoon. What
we do and ‘say today may be swal-
lowed up In the great, deep, impenetra-
bile abysses of oblivion of what we will
do and gay tomorrow,

Indeed, If 1 might ude the illustra-
tlon, mewmory has always seemed to
me to be llke & French bastile.

The deeper the in
dentatlon upon the wax the louder the
phonestaphie voice, The deeper the
Impreasions which are made apon the
mind aopd the heart, as a rule, the long-
er memory will hold these records and
repeat (hemn when wanted,

Yon must make the tirst hopression
deep or else you ecan have no vivid re-
membranee of a fact or thovght, “Why
do I fergel names?" 1 asked a friend
some time ago. “When I was young, 1
could remember about everything |
koew the history of all the leading
men of this conntry. 1 never forgot a
face. 1 ravely forgot a name. T st
e growlng old.” “No." answered my
friend, “vou are not growing old in the
sense that your byaln Is growlng weak
er. It is growing strouger all the thoe,
The reason you do nol remember cer
tain people as you ouce did s tha!
your mind Iz occupled with other mat
ters. New people do not make the deep
Impressions upon you they used to do.
You wmuszt have a strong meuntal Im-
presslon made upon your braln or elso
there can be uo mewmory,” My frien]
was right. If you would remember
what are the benefits of God's love you
must first clenrly and distinetly rvecog-
ulze them and have thew lhmpressed
fully and deeply upon your hearts,

Deep Impressions.

Have we haid auy deep impressions
of the diviue lovet Oh, thou acroll of
memory, among thy recomis s there to
be found the joy, the deep joy of the
cousciousness of slns forgiven? Can
we flud there any songs, auy merry-
makings, Ly which we, as returning
prodigats, were velcomed back to the
divine Father's honie? Aong thy rec-
ords, did we ever read the promlses
of the Holy SBeriptore ag covenants for
ug? Ok, the joys, the transcendent
joye of the gospel! Iave they mnde
gny linpressiois upon us? DMagoras of
Nhodes was so0 overwrought with joy
because his three aons were all erown-
ed as vietors in one day In the Olym-
pie gnmes that when these three sopa
brought to him their victorions palms
ke dropped dead ioto their armas.

Today Philudel-
phila has about & per cent of Its popula-
tlon negroes, which 1a two and a half
times a8 great o percentage as In New
Yoark or Chicago, Philadelphia has the
largest nggregate negro population in
the north and the fourth largest In the
whole country. Our negro population
for numbers is only exceeded by Wash-
fugton, which In 1900 had 86,702; Bal-
tiwore, 79,268, and New Orleans, 77,
714. Philndelphia had 62,613 negroes
in 1900, and at the present time the
