Indicied for Having Shot and Killed
Her Husband on a Public Highway

Near Vivian— Discordant  State-
ments hy Witnessés—Ld Beeler,

®rincipal Wituess for the State,

Not at the Trial

On the afternoon of April 14 1913,
Mrs. Della Stroud and her friend,
¥d Beeler, when enjoying the pleas-
tre of horseback riding, were sud-
venly confronted by her hushanid,

tween Stroud and Beeler, who, hav-
ing dismounted from (heir steeds,
engaged in a fight which terminated
in Beeler gelling lieked,

Following this first  encounter
Beeler and  Mrs, Stroud resumed

with Stroud on his horse
hureving fowards lhem. As he
reached Mrs. Strowd and Beeler
theres was another parley hetween
them, when Stroud, having dis-
mounted, was tryving (o pull Beeler
from his horse lo lick him a second

their ride,
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time, During the aetivity of these
procecdings a shot was fired, as al-
leged by Mres, Stroud, which killed
her hushand, whose hody was Tound
aftervards on the Vivian road.
Jesse Slroud was nol armed,
was there any indieation ihat
had Deen armed.

During the firing Beeler reecived
a shot in the leg, whieh led Lo it
amputation, Having improved he
departed from Shreveport, sinee
whieh time he has nol been located,
(glthough as far as can be ascer-
lained no efforl has been made 1o
secure his presence as a witness for
the State, nor did the defense seek
to secure him as a witness, Pos-
sibly had Ed @®eeler been called
‘as a’ witness he would have ex-
plained ‘that when he left the resi-
denee of Mrs. Stroud where he had
a room he puf a quert of hooze §n
one of his pants pockels and a big
six-shoater in the other. He would
have explained that he was appre-
hensive of a strugzle with Steoud if
he had met him on the highway, and
Theretore was ready 10 meet him,
but he would have added thal Jesse
Stroud being the quicker and the
better man he was soundly (hrashed
for being' too familiar with Mrs.
giroud. He would have related. in
detail how he and Mrs, Stroud had
gone to Vivian with a little girl who
was left with a friend in Vivian, and
he would have lold of several minor
incidents of the journay and how he
had been licked a second time, when
Mes. Stroud shot and killed her hus-
band, and from the same pistol fired
a shot which lodged in his leg when
Leswas fighting willr Stroud.

Possibly Beeler's testimony may
{10t have been considered material,
since a woman could scarcely be
gonvicted in Cadde Parish for kill-
ing a Inan.

_In explanation why Beeler was
inot secured by the Elate as a wil-
ncss, District Altorney Mabry said
he was apprehensive that Beeler
would eorroborate Mrs. Stroud's
| statement, whieh is that -when she
shot her hsuband she ‘was being
beaten by him. It may be noted that
|not one of the several versions of
this murder is in accord with the
act_ual occurrence of this- erime.

. At the time of the homicide it was
said that Mrs. Stroud had killed ber
hushand because of his insistence
on her returning lo a life of shame
L from which he would profit, but if
thal was his intent Mrs. Stroud was
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ai liberty to quit him and not kill
him.

Aecording to Mrs, Siroud’s story,
Jusse Stroud met Beeler as she was
riding with. him on the highway
from Mira to Vivian; that Stroud
|pulled Beeler from his horse and
atterapied to beal him; that she
rode down the road and then turned,

This is the firsl case in eonr® giess
{ioning the justice and eonstitulion-
ality of the income tax law, and i i=
waorth while (o know upon what
claims and allegations the law
confested. Tt is claimed that oul of
a population of S0.KLOOO more o1}
less, in the United States, there ars '
cnlv 423,000 persons upon whom ail |
income tax ean  be i
these persons charged with the tax
have never sonsented to ils imposi-
tion.

It is also alleged thal the tax vin-
lates the elements ol equality re-
quired by the Constilution in ils
graduated seale of taxalion. The
plaintiff has pointed oul thal she
Peing an unmarried  woman,  was
subject not only fo a tax of 1 pa
cent on her whole ineome in exeess
of %3000, bul was subject to an ad-
ditional tax of 1 per eenl on that
portion exeeeding $20,000 and less
than $50,000, an additional 1 per cent
batween #50,000 and $75.000, an ad
(]iti«lnai 1 per cent belween $75,000
and S100,000. 5
“On the other hand,” the declara-
lion sets forth, “persons with in-
comes exeeeding $100.000 are taxed
enly an additional 1 per cent on the
whole excess up ta 8250.000—hat is
to say, on such excess they would
be required to pay only one-sixth
the rate of a person whose income
is less than $100,000; persons whose
incomes exceed $250.000 a vear are]
taxed only 1 per cent on the whole
oaepss up to 85000000 that is one-
tenth the rale levied on the plaintiff
and persons with incomes exeeed-
ing $500,000 are subject to a penalty
of only 1 per cenl, no matter how
greal their annual revenues”

The complainant claims thal the
law which penalizes so0 severely
such moderate incomes as hers,
while allowing possessors of in-
comes exeeeding $500.000 Lo eseape
with sueh a wholly disproportion-
ate penalty, discriminates against
her and operates to deprive her ol
her properly without due proeess
of law,

While the suit is against a bank,
whieh holds plainliff's securities in
trust, it iz really against the United
States law itself, and, without doubt,
the government will find it nepes-
sary to defend its own acls. This
case will, in all probabilily, go up
to the Suprems Court of the United
Slales, and there may be no further
action agaipst the law awaiting this
deeizion.

One of the striking pretexts of-
fered in opposition to Lhe fax on
incomes is that “these
charged with the tax have
consented to ils imposition.”

Who are “these persons?”

Are “these persons” the persons
with incomes limited, or are ‘fhese
persons” the “bloated bondholders,”
the “bond eclippers,” the “big rieh”
who are always complaining of the
injustice of government in impos-
ing on them the burden of taxation
which should be fixed on the com-
mon, ordinary taxpayers?
