TragedyI in ~e'o York C'ity.-
F,"eed,,m ,f .S•,ee'h.-In New York
on Friday night last, John Swaint
was instantly killed at the house of
John 11. lmnas, by a man named
Merritt, under the following circumn-
taniccs. It appears that Merritt and

Swain had a cov\-eration, in which
the latter made .use of the remark,
that-
"If he was a Southerner he would

trampnle the Amn-ricau flag under his
foot, but what he would have his
rights and the freedom of carrying
slaves into any territory that he saw
fit, and would hold them there ,in
spit'- of the North."

It is also said that he used the fol-
lowing language:

"Any man who was a Southerner
and would not side with those South
in hauling down the stars and stripes
in defence of what he claimed to be
their rights, was a d-d coward, and
was fit only to be classed with such
arbitrary abolitionists as Abe Lin-
coln."

Swain, it is said, after using the
above remarks, walked towards the
door with a view, no doubt, of-going
up stairs into his store ; but before
he got to the steps, Merritt, who was
highly enraged at what Swain had
said, seized a large horse pistol and
fired at Swain, the ball entering the
left breast, near the heart, killing him
almost instantly. The deceased was
spoken of as being a very respectable
uand quiet tnan.
