Our marriage law declares that,
where men and women live together,
and pass in society as married per-
sons, they shall be held to be mar-
ried, and he bound to perform all the
duties and bear all the obligations of
married life, It is remarkable what
a salutary moral effect this closing of
the back door exerts on people of an
erratic and lawless disposition. Per-
ceiving that concubinage affords them
little or no exit from the bonds of

unavailing experiment. But what,
it will be asked, sbout the excessive
amount of illegitimacy in Scotland ?
Let us first answer this question by
asking another. Why does the ille-
gitimacy of Secotland appear excess-
ive as compared with that of England ?
Simply because every illegitimate
birth is here recorded, while in En-
gland only afractional psrtionofsuch
births are known to the public. The
offspring of all the eountiee coneubi-
nages of England pass in the books
of the registers as legitimate, although
they are illegitimate. The distine-
tion in Secotland betwixt married
and unmarried life is so distinctly
drawn, that it is imposible to pass oft
a birth as other than it really is.
‘There is no doubtful middle ground
of concubinage here over which to
throw a veil of external decency,
while all within is illegitimate .and
immoral; and this alone is the cause
why the illegitimacy of Scotland
figures so disproportionately to her
moral reputation in our birth statis.
tice. The great ohject.of our mar-
riage law is to strengthen the weak-
er gex, and in this objeet it has sue-
ceed beyond reasonable . ecalculation.
In no eountry is reckless and un-
principled seduction more difficult,
and consequently more rare, than in
Scotland.

The California Legislature have -
passed anact prohibiting the marriage
of a white man with a negroe, mulatto,
Chinese or Indian; the offence to be
punished with fine or imprisonment
and its proofto be admitted as.prima
tace evidence that the person commit-

i ting it is not a white citizen, nor en-
titled to privilege as such.
