of said Act No. I of the General As.

JOINT RESOLUTION.
Proposing te amendment to the Cousti-

tution of the State of Louisiana- rela-
tive to ratifying and carrying into
effect a special tax levied in the City
of New Orleans for certain improve-
ments, and to'estahlish therein public
systems of sewerage and water, the
issuance of bonds therefor and
providin ways and mesas to pay the
prineCil and interest of said bonds.
Seetio 1. Be it resolved by the Gen-

eral Assembly of the State of Louisiana,
Two-thirds of all the members elected
to each House eoncnrring: That the
following amendment to the Constitu-
tion of the State be submitted to the
electors of the 8tate at the next general
election for representatives in the leg-
islature, to be holden on the Tuesday
next following the third Monday in
April A. D. 190, to-wit:

Article I. "The special tax or public
improvements voted by the property
taxpayers of the City of New Orleans
on June 6, , and levied by the City
Council by Ordinance No. 15,%1 ap-
proved June 2, 1809, is hereby ratilled,
and its validity shall never be question-
ed. The special ast adopted by the
Legislature at the Special Session held
on August 8, 180I, constituting the
Sewerage and Water Board of the City
of New Orleans, authorizing the City of
New Orleans to issue boands, and provd-
ing the means to pay the principal and
intrest thereof, and for other purposes
cognate to the rpoee of the speeial
tax aforesaid, is hereby ratified and
approved, specially including the there-
in reserved legislative right to amend
the same; and all provisions of the pre-
sent Constitution in conflict with the
provisions of said acet, and with this
amendment, are to that extent and for
that purpose only repeJed."

Seeton 2. Be t further resolved. etc
That on the official ballots, to be used
at said election, shall be placed the
words, "For the City of New Orleans
Public Improvement amendment " and
the words "Against the City of New
Orleans Public Improvement Amend-
ment," sand each elector shall indicate,
as provided in the general eleetion laws
of the State which of the proposition
"for" or "against" he votes for.
