Section 1, Be it resolved by the Gen-
eral Assembly of the State of Louisiana,
Two-thirds of all the members elected
to each House concuarring: That the
following amendment 1o the Constitn-
tion of the State be submitted to the
electors of the State at the next general
election for representatives in the leg-
islature, to be holden on the Tuesday
next following the third Monday in
April A, D, 1900, to-wit:

Article L. “The special tax or public
improvements, voted by the property
taxpayers of the City of New Orleans

une §, 180, and levied by the City
Council, hy Ordinance No.” 15,3681 ap-
proved June 2, x4, is hereby ratified,
and it= validity shall never be question-
ed. The special act adopted by the
Legislature at the Speecial Session heid
on Aungust B, 1869, constituting  the
Newerage and Water Board of the City
of New Orleans, authorizing the City of
New Orleans to issue bonds, and provid-
ing the means to pay the principal and
interest thereof, and for other purposes
cognate to the purposes of the speeial
