The New Mount Carmel Convent.

The citizens of Thiboxlaux have

just reason to be proud of the ele.
gant and commodious convent budi-
ing, now almost completed, situated

on St. Charles street facing Market
street.

As an educational and residence
structure it is modern and complete
in all of its appointments, combining
every detail of comfort and utility by
which to enhance health and pleasure
in the prosecution of studies by the
pupils.

Through the courtesy of the good
Mother Superior, Judge L. P. Cail.
louet and the Sentinel scril:e were
shown through the many apartments
of the handsome building which we
partially describe for the benefit of
our readers.

The main building, over all, is 146
fetet long and 56-6 wide and three
stories high including basement The
main basement has 9 feet ceiling, and
is 121:58 feet, containing four large
furnaces which are connected with all
the upper rooms and heat them with
an even temperature of hot air during
cold weather. 'The two basements are
also used for recreation, with two
rooms fronting bayou for lunch and
cloak room-sanitary clostts also
being situated below.

On the first and second floors there

is 14 feet ceiling. There is a splen
did :uditorium l50x60 feet, with corn.
modious stage and two dressing
rooms 25x30 in rear, andl, a seating
capacity of three hundred persons,
furnished with most comfortable
seats.

There are three large class rooms,
first floor, 25:30 feet each; two
music rooms, one 15x25 and the
other 1cix15; two class rooms each
14x22; two graduating rooms, each
12:16; art room 14x16; library

22x16; three parlors, cach 12x16,
and another 17x19 feet. There is an
oratory 13x16, for flowers; portress
room, near front entrance, 12x17
feet ; three visitors rooms for parents
visiting their children.

There aie five lavatories with :iickle
plated drinking fount, and eight bath
rooms which open on halls. There
are five pian:tice rooms, divided by
rplate glass compartments, which
enable the teacher to see the work of
each pupil In the suite.

There are two galleries iu the rear

100 feet long and seven feet wide
inclosed with neat banisters.

Two galleries In front 46 feet long
and nine feet wide with neat bania
ters. Commodious halls ext-nd the.
full length and width of the building
in each story, upon which the rooms
open, and wide and elegantly finished
stairways are provided on each side
I of the halls for the ingress and egress

of the inmates giving easy escape in
case of fire or other peril. The
annex is 74x21 feet with 14 feet
cedling. There are three dormitouies

for sleeping apartments, first, 50x20;
2nd. 29:17, and 3d. 34x17 feet.

There is an "'exhaust fan," run by

gasoline engine in basement. to expel
all vitiated air from the building
Recapitulation: There are thilty
rooms in main building and annes
exclusive of bath rooms and hatlls
all of which are artistically psaoted
Sand furnished. The building will
have all necessary electric lIghts.

It will require some time to give
the finishing touches to this superb,
mammoth structure, but there are

"Any man who engages in a strike
or any man who goes where a strike
is on sLould be shot."

Roosevelt, gave utterances to these
words In the course of his address:

"Bulkts are God's messengers of
peace."
