A Valuable farm A4JeIt.

The only system of farming that is
really self sustaining, is that wherein
stock-raising is a part of the combin-
ation. The specialist-the fruit, r
truck, or flower-grower or the our-
seryman-may make as much or
even greater profits, but such farmse
cannft in our present state of know-
ledge permanently sustain themselves
unless live-stock is raised and fed on
the grounud. A model farm, as dis.
tinguished from these special branch
es, must grow a variety of crops and
a variety of animals; not only for
their labor and flesh and wool and
milk, but for the manure which is
necessary to maintain the fei tilility
of the coil. Corn, sma;l grain, forage
crops, root crops, p~asturage, and in
the South cotton, will be the staples,
and they should be apportioned to
each other and to the live-stock ac.
cording to all the conaltions of the
ease. Blyisg feed should not be
considered, for it more stock is raised
than the farm can feedl then the
farmer to that extent becoames a
"feeder" and not a farmer. Of
course, the enterprisinug farmer may
occasionally utilize his surplus capital

Sin buyming s:ock and feedtug them for
market and thbia masy be profitable,
but this part of the business is not
farming. Every farm of sofienut
extent should raise all the horses or
mules ne(id( vr, the farm, and cattle,

hogs and sheeps in numbers sufficient
to consume the feed produced by the
firm. I. rein is th.* farmer's great
est profit There is lhtte clear profit
raising corn, small gr..iu or feed of
any so-t for the market. The feeder
whr' b'iVs it and f. ads it out makes s
greater l)i'fit than the farmer who
grows and ma:kets it. The farm.nr

shlouli add to his profits those of the
teeler. Ilavl.ng the feel an I the
stouk the tXpei,-e of brinsging thb* two
together is saved to the farmer, and
thubs his profits in fe:.ding are greater
than those of the fee'er who must
buy both stock and feed. Every
well maunage, farm embiaces a wide
variety of f:,ctora, andI tie ut:l.zatioi.
