(Small plants are Injured greatly by
this treatment--oteed, they are
often killed by it, because their few
young, tender roots are not able to
appropriate the nutriment contained
in a large amount of earth, and, as a
natural onsequtence, the tender plants
are overted They cannot digest all
the food forced upon them, and vege.
table dyspepais results. Use small
pots for small plants, and shift, from
time to time, to larger sise. as the old
pots are filled with roots-"
