The Sugar Industry of Lou-
isiana.

An old saying that “straws
show which way the wind
blows™ is doubly true of the
sugar industry, for there are
many favorable signs that
the turning in the long lane
of depression, low prices, un-
just competition, is being
reached. The recent steady
rise in the London market is
the effect of the abolition of
European bounties and all
the unfair systems of sugar
disposition and distribution
will soon be only a spectre of
a very unpleasant and unpro-
fitable past. Our European
sugar producers deprived of
the artificial stimulus cannot
swamp consumption with in-
flated supplies, which came
from taxation drawn from a
mistaken and deluded people
engaged in avocations that
are unprotected. Now we
may look for the legitimate
factors of supply and demand
to produce that healthy com-
petition and stable market,
that the exppriments of so-
cialism essayed to obtain, but
failed. Since the sixties, cur
Lonigiana planter has been
obliged to make a fight that
required eternal vigilance, as
well as the highest order of

and scientific methods, made
all the old time machinery
useless, and they were rele-
gated to the junk vendor,
and in their place must be
erected the high class, chemi-
cally controlled, large capaci-
ty ceutral factory.

Reciprocity,
and all the disquieting
schemes of the politicians
have stoocd like beasts of prey
in the path of the planters,
but all such menaces will lose
their power to frighten or de-
press when it is known that
the power of bounty-fed com-
petition is over. The Englizh
consumer has been heretofore
getting his sugar at a merely
nominal figure and the Eurof
pean taxpayer has been foot-
ing the bill. The Cuban
planter will now have an ont-
let for his product in coun-
tries where he has been prac-
tically excluded. The effect
on sugar values is bound to
be of an encouraging mature.
But this approach of prosper-
ity should not 1ull our plant-
ers to fancied recurity. Even
under the new order of
things, the needs of econo-
my will be self-apparent.
Nevertheless there need be
no longer the ghostly fear
lest the fruit of their anxious
endeavors be swept away by
the unfriendly legislation of
foreign competition of foreign
lands. The outlook there-
fore is encouraging and
means much to the holders of
our sugar lands. Capital will
no longer shun them as a pre-
carious inveatmeni, but will
come forward and help to
realize that dream of the
American sugar grower, the
entire supply of the Ameri-
can demand, filled with
American sugar.—Southwest
Louisiana Industrialist.
