FARM AND HOME,

How to Use Fertilizers.

The Scientific American, excellen
authority, says on this subject ;

In general, the use of a single fertilizer
will be found profitable as » farm prac-
tice only in connection with manure or
on land in strong heart, and the poor
farmer will never succeed in enhancing
the cropping capacity of his farm to an
increased profitable position through the
use of one fertilizer alone. Much of the
discredit which artificial fertilizers have
won has risen from a non appreciation
of the fact that they cannot supersede
dung, but must be used in connection
with other plant food. A superphosphate
or a nitrogenous, or a potassic manure
can always find place on a farm, but csn
never take the place of manure in farm
practice, and the sooner this falsefhope is
destroyed, the better it will be forall con-
cerned. A mixtureof chemicals or other
elements containing the food that plants
require does, however, offer promise of
practical results, on the farm, and can
be offerel in competition with dung, so
far as the result in crops 1s concerned.
This, then, is the promise of the com-
plete fertilizer; if the farmer has dung
sufficient for five acres only and wishes
to cultivate ten or twenty or more, in
addition to what his dung supply will
allow, then he must rely on the complete
fertilizer for every acre in addition to
what his dung will cover. The expe-
rience of ages has shown the reliability
of dung; all the best modern experi-
ments wa have show the efficacy of a
mixtureof chemicals in taking the place
of dung, provided they supplement the
soil supply so as to farnish to the
crops the elements shown by analysis
to exist in dung. We cannot fairly
compare & superphoschats in its results
with dung; a single element with a
complete fertilizer. The recogaition of
this fact by farmers will make a revolu-
tion in farming, and will disperse much
of the fog which interested parties have
thrown sbout the question of fertilizers,
In & fioal word, all the best experiences
and experiments, as we interpret their
meaning, point certsinly to the facts we
here claim, that the single fertilizer
element must find its profitable use in
connection with other manures, wki'e the
complete fertilizara slone can be expected
to furnish material in & form for farm
practice, and is the only form of artificial
fertilization as yet discoverd which offers
a means of extending an arable land be-
yond the ability of the dung heaps to
supply.

Culture of Cabbage,

A prominent farmer of New York
State writes :

BSince the advent of the cabbage worm
almost everyone his been at & loss to
know what to do to raise a few cabbages,
Sowe have tried on= thung and some tried
anocher, and mostly to no purpose, Last
year I set about three hundred and
thirty fine plants s1d picked off the
worms by hand as they came, for about
two weeks, which took about two hours
each day. This seeming to be Lloo much
work, and xs I have a well of soft water
near by, I took a five-pail-kettle, set it
near the well and put jnto it a pint of

* 80ft soap and the same of sslt and then

filled it up with water. 1 let this stand
till the water was warmed by the sun,
and then, after stirring it up well, I took
my water pot and applied it at the rate
of about a gallon to forty heads, putting
it in the center. T did this every day,
and the result was I had the nicest and
hardest cabbage that were ever raised.
I had no trouble to get ten cents per
head, although cabbage was very cheap
here. Some make a practico of buying
their plants, but T would not give one
cent per hundred unles: I knew what I
was getting. I use Comstock & Co.’s
Premium Flat Dutch, They are the
beet late cabbages T can find,

Fat Horses.

There is & tendency at this season to
feed too much grain and get the horses
too fat. Thisis done st the expense of
muscle, because an animal kept con-
stantly at work will not gst « hog fat,”
the food going to furnish tissue and
m}:lchinuned up and destroyed. . Not so
with an animal kept in a stall and given
no exercise, except, perbaps, that ob-
tained while being led to water. Th
amount of grain fed should be feduced
and a plentiful supply of hay kept in
the racks at all times. When possible,
the horses should be give. the free run
of the yard every day. If only given
their liberty oceasionally, they are lisble
to ran and jump to excess. Many

Sweet Potato Plants,

Many persons have s difficulty in rais-
ing sweet potato plants. An experienced
farmer says: “As T have had uniform
Suocees in raising fine plants it may not
be out of place to give my method of lay-
ing up the tubers: Dig out the old mold
of your pit about two feet deep and fill
up with fresh horse manure. Cover the
manure about three inches deep with the

: come quite
soon, but are much - a

bardier. The hed

OysTER SAUCE FOR Coprisa.—One
quart of oysters, (when buying them ask
for & little extrs liquor), put over the
fire, rub up a piece of butter size of a
small egg, with two even teaspoonfuls
flour, stir this in the oysters till dis-
golved, pepper and ealt to Laste, and on
no account let it boil but just one instant
—the oysters must not be hard. This is
enough to serve with cod of eight pounds
for twelve persous, as first course before

meat.
UniversAL CEMENT.—Curdle skim

milk with rennet or vinegar, press eut
the whey, and dry the curd at a gentle
heat as rapidly as possible. When quite
dry, reduce to & very fine powder. Then
take of powdered curd, ten drachms;
powdered quicklime, one drachm ; pow-
dered camphor, 8 grains; mix ; keep in
tighly corked vials. To join earthenware,
etc., the powder is made into u paste,
with a little warm water, aod apply
immediately.

To DestroY BED-Buas.—One ounce
of corrosive sublimate to one pint ef
aleohol ; with the feather end of & gouse-
quill apply the remedy to all the crevices
and wood work ; the black dots will in-
dicate whers the bugs’ hotel is. The
botile should be labeled poison. and
placed where it will not be used by mis-
take, or what remains thrown away. No
gecond edition of bugs will issue after the
use of this infallible remedy. Any
druggist can mix it. A pint will be
enough for four beds,

. William ‘M. Tweed.

The life of the notorious ‘‘ Boss
Tweed, whose death in Ludlow street
jail, New York, cccurred Friday, is
summed up in the follofring:

William Marcy Tweed was born in
New York, April 8, 18%, and was conse-
quently 55 years old at ‘the time of his
death. He learned the trade of chair-
making and afterwards was admitted to
the bar. In 1852-3 he became an slder~
man, in 1853 a congressman, and from
that time until 1871 he held some office
or other, principally local, although from
1867 to 1871 he was statc eenator. In

sioner of the department of public works
in New York city, and while holding
this office, ““ Tammany Ring,"” of which
Tweed was the leader, came into special
notoriety because of the barefaced robbery
of the city treasury, particularly in con~
nection with the construction of the new
city court house. The ontrage became so
palpable that on October 28, 1874, Tweed
(and many others) was arrested in a
civil suit brought in behalf of the peo-
ple. His bail was fixed at $1;000,000,
which he furnished. In November he
was re-elected to the state senate, but
did not take his seat. On December
16th he was arrested on a criminal
charge of fraud, but released on $5,000
bail, January 80, 1878, the fitst suite
were tried, but the jury disagreed. No-
vember 19th he was found guilty of frand
and sentenced to twelve years’ imprison-
ment and to pay a fine of $12,5600.
He was sent to Blackwell’s Island, and
was subsequently disbarred.  April
7th, 1875, a suit was commenced
against him to recover, for the people,
$6,000,000. Various other smaller suits
were brought, but the above are the
principal.  June 15th, 1875, the
court of appeals liberated him from
imprisonment, claiming that the
lower court had exceeded its authority
in passing cumulative sentence, Tweed
was then ordered to find bail in the sum
of $8,000,000 for the eivil suit pending
against him. This he was unable to do,
and was sent to Ludlow street jail. On
December 4th, while he was visiting his
residence in the custody of two keepers,
he escaped. He was re-captured in 1877,
in Vigo, Spain, and taken again to
Ludlow-street jail, where he remsined up
to the time of his death. He had been
premised immunity from further im-
prisonment if he wonld disclose the
rascalities of the “ring,” and he did
partially tell the trutn, and his evidence
was used in numerous cases. From
many of the other members of the “‘ring”
the city recovered large amounts, but
Tweed had. disposed of his property in
such way that nothing remained to seize.

SYNOPSIS OF THE MINORITY REPORT.

The Pacific Railroad committee of the House
having by a vote of seven 1o six avreed to re-
port the Texas Pacific Bill favorably—two or
more of the seven expressing their desire to
smend it, or defeat it on the floor—the minor-
ity members Messrs. Morrison, Landers, Lut-
trell, Blair, Rice and Hewitt have stated their
views in & Report of which the following are
the material por.jons :

We are unable to concur in the views of the
msjority of the committee, but desire the adop-
tion by Congress of such measures as will ge-
cure the early construction of a transconti-
nental railroad for the special use and develop-
ment of the Southern and SBouthwestern States
and lerritories. We believe that this import-
ant object can be accomplished without subsidy
from the government, and submit the follow-
ing views and the accompauying bill for the
consideration of the House :

THE PRESENT CONDITION OF THE SOUTHERN LINE.

The Texas and Pacific Railway company, a
& corporation of the State of Texas, in the
year 1871 was authorized by Coungress to con-
struct its road and telezraph from Marshsli, in
Esstern Texas, aloug and near the thirty-
second parallel of North latitude, through that
State and the Territories of New Mexico and
Arizona to 8an Diego, 2 small city on the Pacifio
cosst, on the bay of the same name, supposed
to be well adapted to commersial purposes, and
hlvingml population of 4,000 to 5,000 people.
The distance from Marshall to Ban Diegois
estimated at 1,574 miles by the authorities of
the Texas and Pacific compaay, while those of
the Southern Pacific comgany believe it to be
about 100 miles greater.

Failing to meet these provisions, the Texss and
Pacific company has obtained by construction and
purchase aud has now in operation 443 miles of
road, which enclose s parallelogram in Norihcastern
Texas, having a base of 183 miles, extending from

to Fort Worth, now the western terminns

of the road, which only i8 s part of the trunk line,

The remainder of the 443 miles is 80 located as to

eecures the more valuable lands granted by the State

of Texas, probably because the pecuniary embarass-

meunts of the company were such that its credit was

chiefly upon the granted lands. There ia

thus remaining of the trunk line between Fort

Worth and San Diego n distancs of 1,481 miles upon
which nothing has been done.

Of the ten years allowed by the charter within
which to complete this great work only four remain,
snd & considerable portion of oue of these must
elapse before tho epactment of the desired legisla.
fion {8 posaible, Six-texths of the time has been
consumed in the construction of less than ome-
eighth of the trupk line, and that at the Eusterly
terminus, {n close connection with the great middle

prosperity. If the men in charge of & meritorions en-
command the confidence of capitalists, or
even the too-easily won trust of the middle classes,
there is no need of calling upon the nation for sub-

The truth is that a subsidy is of more conse-
quence than the railrond to those who ask for it,
while to those who will have to pay for both, the
railroad is the prineipal thing.

WILL THE BOUTHERN PACIFIO COMPANY BUILD
THE ROAD?

We submit that it will work great wrongto the
Southern Pacific Railroad corporation, to tge great
Bouth and Southwest, nnd to the whole couutry to
reject this bill and to enact the bill recommended
by the majority of the committee in the interest of
the Texas and Pacific company, or to reject this
bill under any ciroumstances, This messure does
not autagonize, nor did the Southern Pucific Rail-
road antagonize before ns sny railroad project,
branch, or connection East of the Rio Granda.
It simply asks to build 600 miles of railrosd half
way from the Colorado to Fort Worth the present
Westerly terminus of the Texas and oom-
psny, and uinety additional miles in Californis, to
cmu_]_)l(.'!e the San Diego oconnection, without any
ruhxgc aid aud subject toall reasonable restrictiona
n the publie tuterest. True, it desires the land
grant but we do not recommend 1t, because we be-
h.atvu that thiscorporation wiil build the road with-
out,

Should the representatives of that portion of the
country chiefly to be b fited, not by the subsid
but by the rosd, defeat this measure, it s difficait
for us fo see how they can reasonsbly expect the
reat of the country to consent to burden the tax-
payer and embarass our policy with the most dan-
gerous precedent, which wounld exhaust the Treas-
ury with hundreds of subsidies throughout the un-
limited future of the nation.

It would seem Impossible for any man to justiry
himself to bhis constituency and to his country at
large in s course which depletes the Treasury when
all that is desired is até: le with to

VIEWS OF MESSRS, LUTTRELL AND BLAIR,

Both the act and its smendments required as a
condition precedent that the work should be prose-
outed ly from the E and Western
termini.
