Taxation. 

As there has been a gooil deal o» 
complaint of late, of what is termed 
liigli tuxes by which odium isattemptcd 
to be cast on the present Üeuiocra'i» 
admiuisiration, we desire to give to out 
leaders the following incident as an 
illustration: A merchant of this parish 
who paid his taxes this week, com­
plained to your reporter of the very 
«Xtraordiuary »um which he had to pa.\, 
to-wit: One hundred ami seventeen 
dollars Stute and parish, which placed 
Iiis assessment somewhere iu the neigh­
borhood ot six thousand dollars. Now 
facts are about as follows: In 187Ü he 
purchased a business site for $3000, he 
iuipruved it to the extent of $1000 more; 
lie has lately built a duelling house 
which lit says cost him $4500 ; he has 
also purchased a piece of real estate 
adjoining for the sum of $600 and im­
proved H at an expense of about $400 
wore, making altogether $9500 worth 
of real property. In additiou to this 
lie carries a stock of the average value 
of teu thousand dollars (last winter he 
placed it at $20,000.) It may be au-
sweml that the value of the real prop­
erty has lieprt ciatcd ; we have reason 
to know that lie would not to-day take 
$10,000 for it, so that on an actual valua­
tion of $10300, he pays $117 taxes, State 
and parish or less thau one per cent. 
Now the law requires the asssessor, a 
»worn officer, to assess property at its 
actual cash valuation ; we believe our 
assessor who is a man of tried integrity, 
to have conscientiously performed his

Under the Nicholls government the 
amount of work done is 1.186,718 cubic 
yards, at the cost of $288,412 08, showing 
an average of twenty three cents per 
cubic yard.

Not a single case of yellow fever has 
been reported at Galveston, Texas, this 
year, although that city was formerly 
accustomed to have an epidemic once in 
three or lour years, and seldom escaped 
v\ henever the fever raged eit her in oi her 
gulf ports or tin- interior cities of the 
South. The healthfiilness ol Galveston, 
this summer, is uiiqiii-siinnablv due 
more to the pet feet sanitary condition 
of thi-city than to the strict qiiarantiiie 
that has been maintained against in­
fected ports. 

The sanitary history of Galveston as 
told by Col. . 11. ISelo, the tiroprietoi 
of The Galveston News, may be studied 
wit Ii profit, not only by the people o; 
Southern cities, but also by the authori 
ne* of all foniiiifrciu! centres in tin 
North into which there is constant dan­
ger that the fever will be imported. 
The last great yellow fever epidemic a! 
Gal veston was in 1867, and ir was om 
of the worst from which ihe city hail 
ever stiff red. The disease was intro­
duced from Iniiiuhola, and ir spread 
like fire among dry pr.iric grass, ti 
nearly all parts of the city. At that 
time there was standing water undi i 
nearly all of the older houses iu th. 
city ami under many of tin- new mr s 
and it was noted that where this stag­
nant water was most abundant tie 
fever spread most rapidly and nas 
latal. After this discovery it w is de-
lei'iiiined to raise the grade of the ein 
lour feet, and to require that 'Ii • sp ie. 
beneath every building that Ii ail .w.ite 
under it .should be tilled up with sind 
At the s ime time, the dr linage t.f tii 
city, which, like ih it of New L) h-.m-
has In lie upon the surface, was grea'h 
improved, and morestrict sanitary regu­
lations were adopted and eiifoiced. 
Kver since 1867 there have been liequeiu 
and thorough house-to-house inspecti.• n-
during the summer months, beginning 
oil the first of M iv, the abateiuetit oi al: 
nuisances and careful cleansing and dis-
inl'i ction of alleys and passages. h 
this way Galveston h is been made th 
cleanest-city iu the United States, an 
public opinion there i.s such that no in 
t'-rference with the board of health, 
w .ich consists-of eminent ph>sit-in; 
whoserve without pay, will be permitted. 

In 1873 the vejlow fever was very fat. 
in M -iiiphis, Shrevepurt, and at one o 
two places in Texas. Galveston did not 
quarantine against interior places t lia i 
were infected, but allowed itself to hi 
made a city of refaire by people fleeing 
from the disease. During rhe season a 
considerable number of persons who 
had contracted the disease elsewhere 
were sick of yellow fever in Galveston, 
and twenty-nine persons died, but tin-
fever did not spread, and there was not 
a single case known in which it was 
contracted in the city. In other words, 
the yellow fever proved not.to be con­
tagious in Galveston iu 1873. 

During the same summer Galveston 
quarantined against New Orleans, w here 
there were some cases of fever. Acom-
mitreeof New Oi lcans physicians visited 
Galveston, for the purpose of showing 
that there was no epidemic iu the for­
mer city, and during their stay they 
were entertained by tlte city. On this 
occasion a full discussion of the means 
of preventing the introduction of the 
yellow fever took place, the participants 
being gentlemen who had had great ex­
perience with the disease, ami the con­
clusion reached wis th at a qu irantiue 
cottlil riot be strict enough to protect a 
«:iIy fiqtn ye"mv fever unless care was 
dsn taken to keep us «aiiifary condition 
good. 

(f is now eleven yeais since yellow 
fever has been epidemic in Galveston, 
and rhe people of that cify beljt-ve that 
with proper attention to sanitary pre­
cautious they need never suffer again 
as they did in 1867. It will probably I» |  
found when the history of the preseih 
epidemic in the South is written, that in ! 
every city which ii is-s :!ï"red the soi'! 
had lasen prepared for the introduce::"1 i 
im) spread of the disease by then -glee 
to observe sanitary t nles. '('"e yellow 
fever would certainly lose m my of its 
terrors if every Soiitht ru city was kep' 
as clean as Galveston.
