THE ELECTORAL BILL.

L Washington Capital,]

An eminent Eaglish statesman
once said, ‘There are three ways of
getting out of a difficulty : one way
is to fizht out, avother is to back
out ;  while the third iz to stand
where you are and let the difficulty
make off with itsclf.” We shonld
sny that the joint committee on the
electoral enunt had adopted the
latter method, and that the attitude
of Congress is now stationary, in
anxious waiting for the diffinlty te
dizappear. We cannot deny that
the joint committee has arrived at
a very successfal standstill ;  bot
whether the diffienlty will be con=~
siderate enough to perform its part
of the programme and wake off
with itself remains to be seen—
That result depends upon a variety
of eontingeneics, chief among which
iz the guestion whether expediency,
born of illicit intercourse between

timidijy and selfishness, or princi~|

ple, which is the legitimate off-
gpring of courage and patriotism,
shall rule in our natiozal eouncils.

Tho bill reported from the joint
committee presents two aspects.—
From the standpoint of principle it
appears as a measure the adoption
of which by the Demoecratic party
would have the effeet of committing
that party to the admission that it
has all alopg been an open ques-
cion whether Mr., Tilden was le-
wally elected by the people ; thar
those Democrats who have de—
nounced the attempt to count Hayes
in, as a wicked conspiracy to outs
rage law and subvert the Constitu-
tion, have been utitering a charge
wholly or in puart baseless; that,
after all, returning boards are wise
and pious institutions, designed to
impose salutary restraint upon the
sinful propensities of the voting
masses and not, a3 Demnerats have
been wont to declare, nuisances
and abominations upon the face of
the earth 7 and finally, the adop-
tion of this weasure will establizh
it as a matter of law and prece-
dent that in an attempt to steal a
thing vesis in the attempting thief
a lien upon the coveted property
which can be vacated only by the
decision of a tribupal of adjudica-
tion.

We are not ready to make any
of these admissions ; and particu-
larly loath are we to admit the le-
eality or equity of tbe last propo-
sition. The fact that the attempt
to count Hayes in was origivally
the result of inekbriated second
thought on the part of a few con~
spirators, and that the incbriation
which led to this second thooght
was produced by beverages imbibed
in the nature of consolation for
confeseed defeat, is not altered by’
this bill. The moral eflect of the
bill will be to give to a brazen
conspiraey the implied sanction of
all respectable ‘men who vote for
it, and nothing more ; to notify all
political buccanneers and partizan
pirates that ihey may sail under
the black flag - with impunity, and
be sore of treatment as honorable
enemics if they happen to be cap-
tured.

‘Supposze,’ says a venerable phi-
lanthrophist in our midst, ‘I am
walking on the avenue and a ruflian
seizes my hat.  Iiay him prostrate
with a blow [rom my staff, wrest
my hat from him and procecd
about my business. That is the
method of proecedure which would
naturally sugoest itsell to a gentle-
man. DBut suppose, upon the seizs
ure of my bhat, I say to this raffian,
‘{3ir, yeu have takenmy hat. You
anow Lhat it is my hat as wellas I
do, and that your seizure of it isan
outrage, But inasmuch as you
have scen fit to attempt to steal it,
your attempt vests in you a color
of ownership. Let us, therefore,
summon a tribunal of fifteen eiti:
zens to adjodicate vpon our res.
pective claims, and decide which is
prior: my claim, based upoa rightful

acgisition; or yours, based upon
an attempt to take by frand and
force 1" This illostration, by the
veneruble and revered Corcoran,
covers the casc so far as principle
is concerned. G

We are informed that our es-
teemed fellow-citizen— whose phi-
lanthrophy is commensurate with
his well-earned wealth, and whose
powers of mind are exaited rather
than borne down by his weight of
yvears—eocs even farther, to say
that ‘he licars of bonds and the
preservation of 1he public eredit ;
that he, too, has bonds ; but that
if the question were between peace
at any price for the preservation of
his bocds, and strile at any pisk for
the preservation of the cousstitution
of the fathers; be would cheerfully
consign his bonda to the uses of
wall-paper that the constitalion
might be preserved!”

. Here we reach the other aspect
of this electoral bill, which i3 the
aspeet of expediency. We are
told that this bill holds out prome
ises Lo escape from the unutterable
calamity of civil war. We have
never been able to see that unut-
terable calamity impending over
the country. We have heard
threate that a certain defeated can-
didate would be inangurated, if ne~
cessary, by the aid of the armed
forces of the Uaited States ; but
the voice wo heard was so thick
and the accents &o mauvdiin that
we pre;umed that the danger would
not outlive the fames which tem-
porarily stimulated the brain that
conceived the menace.

We cannor forecast the fate of
the bill. But we ecan deline its
character. As a matter of principle
it has no foundation, moral, legal
or constitutional, As a matter of
expedieney, its only basis i3 in the
suppozition that it will avert a ca-
lamity which does not impend —ex-
cept in the imaginations of men
wlose pocket-books are stiffer with
a plethora of bonds than they ithem-
seives arc with an endowment of
backboue.

THF ELECTORAL BILL AS TOUCHING
THE LOUISIANA CASE.
[New York World.]

We have no sort of ohjection, of
course, to the personal character
and quality of the referees. None
whatever, All the justices of our
highest judicial tribunal we believe
to be good and true men; fit to be
the referee2 of the qguestions pro-
posed to be submitted to them, if
these questions can be properly
referred to any third body. We be-
lieve they stand as far above the
party passions of the hour as any
men in the whole country who
could well be selreted for snch a
trust. No men would be likely to
be more profoundly sensible of the
oaths they are required to take,
and their judgment will be instrucs
ted and illuminated by the dizeus-
giona which are likely to arize out
of the opposing views of their ten
colleagues  from the Fouse and
Senate.

Ezpecially as referces in the
dreadful ease of Loaisiana must all
candid men approve of them for
their decision as hetween Tilden
and Hayes must carry with it a
decision between Nicholis and
Packard, and upon this important
subject the country ought 10 get
from them an honest ond impartial
Judament, (ree from previous polit-
ical and partisan  copmitments.—~-
No living man ouzht to teel the
national disgrace iuflicted upon us
by the condition of Louisiana more
keonly than these justices, The
personal character of Ludeling, the
Chief Justice of that Stare, has
been judicially before the Supreme
Court at “Washington, and it has
been judicially passed upoun. The
eyes of the Judicial arbitrators
have, thereforas, beea juodieially
opencd to the terribie scandal in
Louwsiana  conpected with  his
ngme,

T COMMERCE OF THF MISSISSIFPI
DELTA,

The St. Lonis Price Crrrent re-
calls the gigantic efforts of Stephen
A. Dounglas, twentyg-five years azo,
to Luild the Illinoiz Ceantral rail-
road, and points to the present con-
diton of that road as an evidenes
of the Little Giant's far-reaching
statesmanship.  As the Illinois
Central i now practically extend-
ed to New Orleans, and ia destin-
ed to exercise a mighty ioflacnee
upon our progperity, the facts
brought out by our contemporary
are interesting, The road was
chartered February 10, 1857 and
opened in  January 1855 and hos
705 miles of track in Ilinois 402
mileg in Towa, 170 mifes other
leasez, making a total north of the
Ohio river of 1278 miles, to which
there must new be added the South
ern Branch from Cairo to New
Orleans, 600 miles. The wise
foresight of Judge Douglas is shown
by the fact that the revenue wlieh
the State of Illinois devives from
the Illinois Central railroad fund
is such asto enable the State to
dispense with direct taxation to
meet its bonded obligations,
whethor of interest or principal.
““This,” says the Chicago Jourual,

“leaves tho State to all in-
tents and purposes [ree. from
debt. The amount of rev-

enue required to be raised in 1876,
for current expenzes was $1,500,000.
In a few years the (bonded) debt
will be paid off, and the revenues
for the Illinoizs Central will be
available for general use, reducing
the taxation for State purposes to
a mere bagatelle as compured with
the revenne required for county
and municipal purposes.”

Huch is the road whoso destinics
are now abont to be interwoven
with the material ioterest and
prosperity of Louisizng, and par-
ticalarly of New Orleans. The
whole plan of the road iz founded
upon one grand idea, the inter-
changeable commerce of the West
and the BSouth—a trans-tropical
commerce which must eventually
inglude the islands of the Gelf along
with DMexico, Centraland South
America. From this general plan
it wonld bz as casy to eliminate
Chicago as New Orleans, and for
that reason we have implicit conli-
denco that the general management
of the road will as thoroughly con«
serve the interests of New Qrleans
as those of Chicago, It iasaid there
are half a million of people in Chi~
eago ; it will be the policy of the
road to so cneourage the commeree
of New Orleans as that it may
specdly attain an tqual prosperity.
The road, and Chicago, represents
the middlie West, and heaceforward
there is to be a grand eontest he~
tween the sections indieated which
zhall take the lead in the great
commerce of the Mississippi Delta.
The start in the race is an cven
one. St. Loais has the river and
Ler barge system, while the North~
west has its continuouns line of iron
rails stretching through 7 States
~—from the Gulf to the Lakes,
and from the Gu'f nlmoest to the
feet of the Recky MMountains. U
2t Louis pursnes her usual course
of #gpasmodic endeavor, the 1llinois

Central Rallroad will whip the
fixht.’

Noyes believes that the
President of the Senate should
count and decide upon the legality
of the votes, bat that, if time-honors
ed precedents are to be rudely
thrust aside, the proposed plan is
about the best that could be decided
upon. In his opinion the plan will
aive gencral satizsfaction and elect
Gov. Hayes.

Judge Hoadly favora the plan,
and he believes that the decizion of
the eommission will prove satisfac~
tory to the Democratic party.
