A PRIEST SURPRISES T
YERS,

A Jersey City Libel Suit had a
very dramatic ending Tucsday
week. Mr. James M. Brann, Coun-
ty cler®, brother of the Rev. Dr.
Braon, an eminent Catholic eler—
gyman, had been on trial for some
days for the alleged publication and
distribution of a libellons circnlar
attucking Puoblisher Mallone of ihe
Jersey City Argus. The publica-
tion was denied, and the argument
for the defence had opened, wheo
Rev. Dr. Brann, atteaded by
Charles O’Conor, burst into tears,
and, at the close of the argument,
excitedly azked to be called as a
witness for the defense. This cans~
cd a senzation, and the judze sug-
gested that the clergyman retire
for consultation with his brother’
counsel Dr. Branu consented w
this, aller some urging, but soon
appeared in the court-room, again
persisting in his demand to testify;
the counsel for the defense rose to
formuily protest, wien Dr. Branu
stopped him, saying, **No man shall
prevent me!l”

The Reverend witness then said
that he alone was the author of
the libellous publication, being mov
ed thereto by love for his brother,
who was represented by Mallone's
ARGUS newspaper as adisreputable
charucter, When the newspaper
story came out, Dr. DBrann went
over to Jersey City to inquire about
it, and, finding Lis uged mother
frantic with grief, and his sistor
wild with passion, he wrote the
circular in defence of his brother,
aod had it printed in New York.
D, Brann said that his brother had
educated him, and he could not see
him tracduced, but added that the
circular against Mauallone was a
diszrace to the country.” e then
said that he was willing to suffer
the full penalty for his offence, of
which hig brother wus cutirely ig-
norant, asked Mullone’s foregivaes:
and proposed that the Court pro-
ceed to sentence, By this time a
great part of the aud’ence were in
tears, and the judge postponed the
case to digest these unexpected de-
velopments,

Next day, the plaintiffi’s counsei
stated that Mr. Mullone being now
satizfied of the authorship, aud thar
all purposes having bLeen served,
ke had no desire to press the mattoer
further, He had wpo reveageful
feelings against the defendant, and
was fully counvinced that he was
not responsible for the act com-
plained of,

Distriet  Attorney Garrelson
stated that, on the part of the State,
he was fully satisfi=d that the pub-
lic intereats wonld not be placed in
jeopardy by allowing the caso to
rest at that stage and be disposed of
by the Court,

Mr. Collinz, at the express de-
sire of the defendant, disavowed
the cireular and everything con-
tained in it, the defendunt having
no malicious feelings againgst Mr.
iullobe.

The Judze directed a verdict of
acqgnitaly but the jury, after being
oat two hours, wanted to know if
Dr. Brann’a coufession did vot nee-
essarily subjct certain witnesses
for the State 10 charges of perjary.
On being told that that was bevond
their pmovience, the jury instantly
veturned a verdiet of *“Not Guilty.”
A rosh was made for County Clerk
Brann, and conoratnlations were
=howered upon him till he was un~
able to contain himself, It scemed
as if every person in the eonrt sym.
pathiz.d wiih him. BEvery judge on
the beuch uttered a sigh of reliet,
the court officers rushed around in
all directions to convey .the glad
tdivgs, The Couwrt did not at-
tempt, for severa] minutes, to re-
pre=s the exeiiement.

Jodee Holfman then directed
Dv. Brano to appear in court within
a week to ester into recogalzance
for his appearance in case any
charges be proferred against him.
Thus ended the most remarzable

1 THE CONSERVATIVE SOUTIL,

The bearing of the south in the
oreat troubles that have threarened
the destroction of the npation has
commanded the praise of patriots
of all varties.

laws; to that end all pessible delays
may bsinterposed, dilatory motions
made and objections interposed
to 1he vate of every State yet to be
counted, with a vicw to  the malti-
plying of issues, and thereby defeat-
ing the inanguration ofa u=urper.’
Mr. Walling, a western Democrat,
introdaced  another  resolution,
which propozed that *in view of the
fage that the so-called electoral
commi-sion haye refused to receive
ithe evidence of frands charged iu
the recent election, or the inecligi-
bilits of electors, it isour duty as
representatives of the people to do
no further fegislation, not recosniz-
ing #aid commission, or mert in
Joint session to further count the
clectoral vote under its decision ’
he passage of such resolutions,
aud action in accordance with their
pledgaes, would have imperiled the
peace of the country, iuereased the
parali=1s in business, and probably
resulted in eivil war., Bat, forta-
nately, there were conservative
Democrats in the cuucus whose pat-
ciotism  and statesmanslip saved
the country. Mr. Reagan, of Tex-
as, an original secessionist, and @
member of Jeflerzon Davis's eabi-
net, ave voice to the conservutive
=pirit of the =outh by introducinr a
resolution which deelared “:hat the
count of the elecroral vote shall
proceed without dilatory opposition
to the orderly execution of the aegr
of econgress creating the electoral
eommission, whose decisions shail
be received and acted upon in ac-
ordance with the provizions of said
iaw.”  Mr. Bright of Teansssee,
another southren rebel, introduced
an amendment, as follows: ‘Bat
thig resolution i= accompanied with
the solemn and earnest protest of
the Demoeratic party against the
wross and shameiess violations al
iaw, justice aud trurth contained in
the decisions of the majority who
signed the same in the case of I'lor~
ida and Louisiana.’ The resolution,
a3 amended, was adopted in the
eancu= by a voie of nearly two to
ane. This fact shows the statesman~
ship, the patwrioti-m and the con-
servative {eelinr of the south. If
our people were anxious for another
war, and or - waiting for an op-
portunity to destroy the govern-
ment which  they despize—as i«
talsely alleged by the Radieals—
hiere wis a favorable opportunity
for exhibiting their disloyalty.
But it secems southern men, promi-
ueat in the rebellion, saved the
country fram the perils of anarehy
and revolution.
