The insect pest kuowu as the
Colorado beetle made its first ap-
pearance in the streets of this city
last suwmmer, as sowme of our readers
uo duubt learned to their sorrow.
Although his brilliant striped,
biopze covering renders Lim a
credit to the beetle family, he is
vicions, and his bita is poisonons.

‘There will undoubt=
edly bea largely-increased pro—
duction of these dangerous pests id
this vicinity during the coming
sommer, and amateor naturdlists
that are anxious to in3pect them at

A more dangerous visitor than
the Colorado bectls has howevery
located himself in cur midst. Dur-
ing the recent spell of warm spring
weather a well known entomoldgist
—Mr. C. J. Bethune; M. A,—dis-
covered in Central Park, near the
Tth Regiment memorial monutient,
a rair of remarkable looking
spiders, He watched them for some
time, and found that they inhabited
an undergroond mansion; that, ig
fact, they were burrowers. Pro-
vided, as enthusiastic eotomolo~
gists invariably are, with a tin case
for the reception of specimens, the
two active spiders wera transferred
with some little difficulty to con-
finement tozether with a portion of
the soil in which they had evidently
passed the winter. Mr. Bethane
has since been studring hiz pri-
soners, and ho has now no daubt
whatever about their ideatity.
When in New Zealand be had seed
a gpider seemingly identical with
his epecimens; but the insect in
question, so far as he kuocw, was
peculiar to New Zealand, and had
seldom or never been seen even in
Australia. “As I walched the pair
of little wretches,” eaid Mr. Beth-
une to the writer, **1 knew I could
soon test the question of their #us-

|ncqled identity with the New
Zealanders. T had bat to present

my finger, but I was unwilling to
include the probable consequences
of the experiment. I had a apitz
doz. I tooz the large spider in o
delicate wire tweezer and I applied
it to theioside of the dog’s ear.
The ivsect was nowi-e loath. The
dog howled in agony, its head
began to sweli, itz mouth te froth;
until death relieved it in five bours:
1 had resoived to destroy the dog
anylow, The spider thus became
the exccutioner of the canine and
identified itself. Ungquestionably
the spider is the Now Zealand ter<
ror. The latrodectus katipo; of
night-stinging spider, i3 the most
dangerous ereature in that distant
island, and the dread of Earopead
immigrants and Muoris alike.” Till
within late years comparativeiy lit=
tle was known of 1he katipo, except
on the hearsay evidence of thd
aborgines, whose hair raising sto-
riex of the deadly effects of its bite
cxcited great and natural alarm:
T he pawe, katipo, signifies “night
stinger”—being derived from two
names, kakati, to sting, and po, the’
night. The range of this spider
las always been regarded as rome-
what local, and in the island bLas
Leon thought to be confined to the
seashore. Dr. Baller, of Willington;
in a recent article on the subject;
states that there is a small extent
of sandhills near Woikenae, on thd
West coast, noted among the na~
tives for the abundance ol katipo.
“A settler residing there, named
Jeuking, assured me that he could,
withount difficulty, Hil a quart weas<
ura in a few hours, In 1867 I eol~
leated in the same locality & con<
siderable number, and kept them'
uiive lor several weeks in ovder to
study their habits. And here k
way mention a circumstance illus~
trative of the wonderful tenacity of
lile possessed Dby this formidable
mewber of the Arachnida family. I
shut wp a druoggist’s chip~box on
May 11, and placing it among oth<
ar objects in my cabinet, it was
overtooked and forgotten, T con—
sequently  did not o'pcn the chip=
box againuntil October 8 lollowingy
when | found the spider alive aod
active and apparently none the
worse [or a five months” fasting! I
am inclived to consider thé above
corroborative of the native account
that on the approach of ¢cold weath”
cr the kutipo returns to a cell un<
derground and passes the wiatér in
a torpid state, and that in this
condition it may be hapdled with
perfect impunity.”

It will be seon that the undor—
ground residence of the pair of

katipos in Central Park entirely
