TILDEN.

Tur LeEcALLY-ELECTED PRESIDENT OF
THE UNITED STATES GOING ABROAD —
PARTING WoRbs.

His Views UroN THE DISHONORED EL-
ECTORAL CoxMisstoN—Ils
PoLITICAL PURPOSES.

Special to the Cincinnati Enquirer. |
New York, July 16.—Mr. Tilden, ac-
companied by Secretary-of-State Bigelow,
will sail on the Scythia day after to-mor-
row for a three months' stay nbroad. He
has been spending the hot weather at Sea
Girt, New Jersey, and to a Werld corres-
poundent, who visited him there yesterday,
e expressed himsolf quite freely on cur-
rent topies. He said bis trip has no con-
nection whatever with any business ou-
terprise or railroad scheme, as announced:
without anthority in sowe papers. In
regard to the slectoral commission, he said
he woverhad any real confidence in the
arbitration of the question where there
was s0 much at stake by a body of the
Lkind. The Repnblican party, and men
who had mavaged it in the past, were too
anxeius to retain the administration to
yield any point inan arbitration. The
result of the eleetoral commission, there-
fore, was what might have been ex-
pected, coneidering the power and infu-
ence bronght to bear upen the politieal
majority of that body as finally counsti-
tuted. Ife furthermore neverliked the
scheme 1s a matter of priuciple heliov-
ing that the direction of the Democratic
appeal was not away fron: three hundred
and sixty-nine representatives of the peo-
ple toward fifteen individuals, and still
less, from fifteen individuals toward one
to Lo selected nccessarily with a lurge
element of charge, not to say of trickand
device. Hoe thought there should rather
have been an appeal from the three hun-
dred and sixty-nine representatives o
the eight million of voters throtgh a now
clection. He was distrustfnl of the se-
crecy, celerity and improvidence with
which the sirangement was coarried
throngh and pshered into being but the
proposition appealed to the hopes of the
business classes, which were anxious
above all things for a settlement of al-
most any kind, at almosi any price, and
as it was presented by the unanimous re-
port of the joint ecommittee it became
the only representative of public desire
for peace. The events when are now at-
tracting 50 much public attention in New
Orleans, and the disclosurea which per-
haps may follow, Me. Tilden considers
only the logical outcome of the revolu-
tionary acts of last fall and winter. Ina
government like onrs, he said, such
fraudnlent practices as were reported
from New Orleans last November sooner
or later must come to light, and the guil-
ty  parties, with their practices,
must be made knewn., It was so with
tho ring fraunds in New Yerk. It has
been the case to a certain extent in
Washington, and a like result will fol-
lowin New Orleans. It is against the
natural course of events that deeds of

preclude any interference on his part.
He thought, however, that the drift of
public sentiment was toward a new tick-
¢t altogether, with none of the present
incumbents upon it. He hoped that the
ticket wonld be 0 made up a8 to ba re-
cognized as thoronghly able, strong and
npright. He app d to be ially
anxious that the Democracy shonid se-
cure o majority in the next State senate,
in order that the evils which have been
brought abont by the Republican control
of that body mightba corrested.

TERRIBLE PUNISHMENT.

A Crrizex WairrED To DEATH 1% InE-
nia Panrtsir.

The Pioneer of Assumpton, of tho 21st
inst., publishes the fullosing account,
headed “A Cruel Murder:” Bylvan Bar-
ros, formerly a resident of this parish,
and prior to the war the manager-in.
chief of the extensive Whitmel Pugh
pluntation, was lashed to death in Iberia
Parish o few days sinee. Onr informant
says that Mr. Barras ma-de improper pro-
posals to a yonog lady in that vieinity as
alleged by her, and that she disclosed the
facts to her father, ~wlierenpon the oll
gentlemun and his fonr suns caphured
Barras and rendered him powerless by
means of ropes.  Barras was ashed wheth-
er he preferred to be shot or whipped.
The Poor Ian selected the latter alterna-
tive, supposing that he wonld ba sonndly
flogged and released. Dut in this eon-
jecturs he made & sad mistake, as the se-
quel proved, for he was literally flayed
alive until life was extinet.

W aroe most atrennensly in favor of the
protection of the chastity of women all
the world over, and will admit that cer-
tain cases arise so aggravated in their
nature as to justify swift and harsh pun-
{shment, but unless some other facts are
developed in the present instance heyond
those we have in onr possession, the kill-
ing of Barras in this brotal manner
ghould be classeld ag a marder; and it
not legally uoticed might lead to serious
CONSaIences.

Mr. Barras married the danghier of
Eungene Depnis, Esq., o large property-
holder in this poarish, and now, as he
was while here, arespeeted eitizen of La-
fourche Parish.

While Mr. Barras was heve he was high-
1y esteemed, anl his infmman and fearful
death is deeply deplored. If we mistake
not, be was a nephew of the late Judge
Barras of Terrebons Parish.

TIIE BLOODY TURK.

REINING BY ASSASSINATION.

[ Cincinnati Timea.]

1t may interest the few people—anid
there are still a few over here—whose
sympathies rn with Turkey in the pres-
ent struggle, to look inte a peculiar
phase of her “civilization” which, so far
as we are aware, has not yet been touch-
el npon by the press. 'We refer to the
tonure by which a large proportion of
her soverigns have secured or held thelir
thrones—the tenure of assassination.
The story, to be properly writicn should
be in letters of Llood, but & brief outline
of it might ran as follows:

In 1359 Orohan, the grandson of Oth-
man 1., founder of the Ottoman dynasty,
ascended the throne. He was a soverign
of great foree, and o successful soldier,
but narrowly cscaped losiug the aceptor
through acouspiracy of one of his sons.
The rebel son, once overpowerad wWas
promptly exeented; and fthe precedent,
thas established, soon became a ro.og-
nized principle, to-wit: That npon the
apeession of a new Bultan, all possible
rivals to the throno should be strangled.
Authority for such a course | was

casily manufactured from donbtfal
passages in the Koran, and, as we shall
seo tater, was soon formally decread as
the law of the realm.

Murad IL, who beeame Sultan in 1421,
promptly proceeded, under this priunci-
ple, to strangle his two Drothers; lLmb
was prevented, for the time, by their es-
cape to Conatantinople. His suceessor,
Mohammed II., eonqueror of Constansti-
nople, procured the issusnce of a fetwa
anthorizing the strangulation of the roy-
al family, and put it in practice upon
his two nneles, whom his father, Murad
hud heen unable to catch.

| dential fraud,

strangled his eldeat brother and five ne-
phews in one day, nnder authority of the
fetwa above mentioned. His successor,
Boliman, ““The Magnificent,” had five of
hie sons strangled by the Persinn Shah,
and paid him 490,000 ducats for the job.
Mohammed III, who came in in 1505
has the credit of attending to business,
unnder the fetwa more energetically than
nny of his pr He dered
no lesa thon nineteen princes of the royal
fumnily, which left him a clear title to
the throme, ana, possibly, to the Mo-
hammedan heaven also. His succesa0x
Ahmed I. (1603), had seven sons, mnd
six of the seven were promptly stran-
gled,

Mustapha I. (1618), being too idiotic
to murder aoy one else, was himself pois-
oned in his harem. His snccessor, Or-
man II., was strangled. Murad 1V., who
took the throne in 1623, strangled and
beheaded, according to the records, 24,000
pexsons, but how many of the royal fami-
ly were amo:ug them we are unable to
say. lbrahim I (1640) was himself
strangled “amid curses,” as the record
runs.

Over the remaining 200 years of the
Ottoman reign is nnnecessary to run as it
is but o repetition of the above. Th
SBultans had before them a very simple
ail cither to der their brothers
and sons, or to be murdered by them.
As a role they chose tLe first honor, unless
the second was thrust upon them too
suddealy. With such a state of affairs,
the world cun only rejoice if Enssia puts
an end to the race of Sultams in Europe.

THE LABORERS' REVOLT.

New York Graphic.

It ie bardly werth while for
the press of the leading cities
to be giving advice to the
rioters on the railroads, or 10
be propounding lessons in
good conduct which they will
not heed, Those who are now
in revolt azainst the constitu—
ted authorities in five States
of the Union, are notas a class
newspaper readers; and in
times of excitement like the
present the press would be
much better employed in giv-
ing the facts and accounting
for a disturbance which af-
fects so large a section of the
country. Had there been a pro-
per militia system in West
Virgica this epidemic of revolt
would not have extended be-
yond that State, but the meas-
ure of success, which there at-
tended the revolt of the brake-
men and firemen, has been
followed by its extension to
other roads and other States.
Of course this outbreak must
and will be put down by the
strong arm of the law, but its
causes, after the first heat of
passion is over, will be inquir-
ed into and a remedy applied
ro prevent the recurrence of
such disturbances in the fu~
ture. The Baltimore AMERI-
CAN states that the strikers
have the sympathy of the peo-
ple living on the line of the
Baltimore and Ohio road.
This was, however, to have
been expected. The Iocal
store-keepers and the other
workmen would naturally
sympliathize with the families
of the men, who were strait-
ened in their means and who
could not purchase as freely
oc pay as well as when wages
were better. But the AuErI~
oAN farther says that there
were instances of real hard-
ship, the regulations of
the company requiring men
to live at different ends of the
line, while giving them only
two or three days’ work in a
week, It must also be re-
membered that the employes
have
been repeatedly reduced, that
the serews have been put up-
on them time aud again, and
that in every instance up lo
the present they have loyally
subinitted to what appeared
to be an inevitable reduetion.
1t has been often reported
that there were likely to be
disturbances due to the irrix
talion of the brakemen, fire«
men and engineers at the
repeated reductions, but in
every case the alarm was un-
founded. The BuLLETIN of
this ecity, an organ of the
wealthy eclasses, thinks that
perhapa the railroads in :their
anxiety to pay eight and ten
per ceut dividends have dealt
too selfishly with the work
people ; that they should have
all followed the example of
the Pennsylvania road, which
voluntarily reduced the divid-
ends upon the siock at the same
time it cut down the wages of -
its employes. The business
of the roads and the condition
of the country do not justify
the payment of eight or ten
per cent on investments in
railway stock, aud if the work
people have been hardly used
in order to pay this tax to
capitai it is time the error
should be corrected.

It is fortunate this difficul-
ty came to a heap in midsum-
mer, before the revival of bus-
iness, and prior to the mov-
ing of the great crops of the
country. Had this outbreak
occurred towards the end of
September, it wou'!d probably
have caused incalculable dam-
aga to the railread intercsts of
the country, and might have
compelled the great corpora-
tions to pay larger wages than
their business warranted. Now
however, when scarcely auny-
thing is doing, the railroads
will doubtless be able to wake

an equi.ahble settlement,
