THE IHovsaToxNiC,

Nearly about the time of the atisek
upon the New Irousides by the ]_'h;;lvi(‘l,
Mr. Horace L, Hunley, formerly of New
Orlenns, but then living in Mobile, offer-
ed ine another torpedo boat of o differ-
ent deseription, whicli had been built
with his private menns. It was shaped
like a fish, wade of galvanized iron, was
twenty feet long, and at the middle three
aud a half feet wide by five-deep., Fron
its shape it cawe te be known as the
“fish torpedo hoat” Propelled by o serew
worked from the inside by seven or eight
men, it was so contrived that it conld be
subigerged and worked nnder water for
several bhours, and to thiz end was pro-
virded with & fin on each side, worked
also from the interior. DBy depress
the points of these fins, the hoat when
in motion was made to deeend, and hy
ewovating them it was made to ri
Liglt was afforded through fl.e means of
hall’s-cyes placed in the man-holes.  Mr.
Payne, the engineer who had sueeesstul-
Iy saved the David, having volunteerod
with a crew from the Cootederaie navy,
to man the fish-boat for another’ attack
upon the Xew Xromeides, it was given
into their hamds for that purpose.
