We thought as Wasliington, Mauli-
son and Jackson thought aml szid on
similar oceasions, that the foree which
ﬂuppu] tenl the Jaw  oaght to e direeted
against the individuals who opposed if,
and not against innocent persons \vlm
happened to Hye in the same Btate.

The Unired Btates, being (within cer-
tain Timits) a sovercrgn government, to
which obedienee was dne’ divectly from
the people, it took no noticeof Btate lines,
and coulild not make war npon a State
any more than a State coubl make war
upan s conuty. The opposite doctrine,
whizh would interpose the State between
the pc’npl;: and the Federal govermment,
wag the dovtrine of the sccessiomists,
which we rejected as unsomd aud heret-
ieal.

If the exeentive had at that time open-
e an indiseriminate and aggressive war
it wonlkl - of only have been lnwless mur-
der, Tut it would, as every one now can
seer, have swled in complete disaster, anid
the eanse of the Union mnst have ntterly
perishd,

The Exeeative funetion is eonfined hy
the statute book as well as the constit
tion.. The President eoull not, and he
