The three dfints of the United States,
he said, nt Philadelphia, San Francisco
and Carson City  onld probably be ahle
to turn out #1,000,000 in the new coins
during the first month after the passare
of the bill; thatin the second mouth the
unmber of dollavs coined would be in-
creased to $2,000,000, while thercafter a
mximum rate of coinage of 30,000,000 a
mouth woulid probably be reached. Du-

dollars could be eoined. The necessary
amount of gold coinage would be coutin-
ued, and the subsidiary silver coing wounld
be also turned ont rapidly as  hitherto,
Batween $5,000,000 and £G,000,000 in snh-
sidiary silver colns are still to be prodoe-
od under the order issued by the Secreta-
ry of iho Treasury during President
Grant's administratior,  Two  desi
bave already heen made for the nicety-
two-cent dollar.  Both are very pretey
and the few coins that bave licen struck

in the mints for the benclit of the
Congressional  committees  nare ax-
ceedingly attractive in  appesrance.

THE EXTRA SESSION.

[N. O, Dempcrat.]

The proclamation of the Governor con -
vening the Legislature in extra session
will not bo' received at first by the peo-
ple with favor, bnt we believe the Ex-
contive has acted with grent wisdom In
takiog this stop.

The sixty days of the regular, session
oxpired at 12 o’clock Inst night, with Iit

tle of the noaded legislation * ncenmplish-
ed. Indeed, word the Legislature to
dissolve now the pgravest eonseguences
would befull the State nod the Demoerat-
ie party. We should be left with none of
that real reform legislation which the
publie interests 20 much demabd, and
this wonld Lo, considering the situation,
a great calamity to the State. For the
mengre results of so mauy professious
ami so many pledges ; for the disapoint-
ment of s0 many hopel, and almost the
absolute failure of 8o long and leroic o
struggle on the part of the people, the
Demoeratic party would be held respon

sible; this would be & heavier load than
wa could well carry, and if required to
shounlder it wo might well anticipate a
groat and dangerous diswffuction in our
eanks in the appreachinr: canvass.

We nfe gratified, therefore, at the nc-
tion of the Governor in ealling ap extra
sesgion. If we really believed that the
Democrats in the Legislature wero res-
nonsible for the failure of the regular
session, we shonld think it better and
wiser to permit the body to adjourn aud
return howme without further expense to
the State. But it ia wob true that the
wholo or’ the greater part of the res-
possibility rests upon the Democrats,
Thore as been uanfortunately & woefal
lack of unnpimity and agressivencss
amaongst then,,  But the Radicals have
been chiefly instrnmental in thwarting
the work of the session,

The Fouse of Reprosntatives is very
eveuly divided, and the Rudieals, under
the astute leadership of Warmoth, rein-
torecd by o few lottery mem™ers, have
nsed their large power to defoat every
wise and proper measnre, The single
purpose of Warmoth, ono of the most
consnmimite tricksters in Southern poli-
ties, bus been to bring a legislature suu-
taining a majority of Democrats into ridi-
enle and odinm, by thwarting the ma-
Jority in attewipting to carey out every
pludge of reformn they have mads. Thern
alor anid better leadorship amang the
Duaneeratic members, Lot their want
of uniey and expericnce has concributed
wirgely to the suceess of Warmoth's
shrewd and dishoneat scheme.

Tho past sixty days, we believe, with
theivattendant failnres and hamiliations,
Lave inspived the real Demoerats in both
honses with a determined porposs to en-
act some boneficial measures and also
tended to unite apd  consolidate their
power. If, therefore, the proper meas-
measures for cousideration are taken holid
of we are hopeful that the extro session
will adjourn amidse the plandits of the
people, instenwd of the roproaches which
were heaped upon the closing days of the
regular session.

It ovr Democeratie fricnds will not decm
us impertinent, we would suggest that a
strict cancns be organiZed ; that 1he
most iwportant bills be discussed there ;
that the moat skillfni parlinmentarians
be put iu the lead, and that, when they
meet In session, every man abide by the
decigion of the caucus and force the re-
form bills to an issne by the moest vig-
orons and summary proceedings. The
dilintory tacties of the Republicans
should not be permitted to interfere with
the great work which vught to be done
in the next few days ; the tricks of War-
moth shonld not be permitted to th yart
the measnres required ror the relief of
this  long-suflering  Stuate. Let  the
speeches on the Democratic side be nade
and the differeaces of opinion among the
reformers healed in the caneus, and the
voting promptly done in session. The
Democratic members must bear in mind
that the fate o the Democratic party in
the next eanvass and fran their stand-
peing, the good of Lonisiang, depemd op
tae reeord they may make in the next
fifteen days. The failure and humilia-
tion ot the last sixty days muost be re-
deemed by vigilent, brilliant and thor-
onghly reform legislation in the extra
ion.  Warmoth fully realizes this
fact, amt he will move heaven and earth
to defeat or delay every reform wensure
that comes np 3 amd be has a following
sufficient to accomnlish his end, unless
the strictest dicipline be observed in the
Demoeratic tanks, Ifad the legislature
adjourned last night he and the other
Radicad ehiels, in fuct every man who
wishes harm to the Ilemgeratic party,
would inve been  greatly rejoiced. The
extra session is their defeat. Let the
Democrats see 1o it thab they do not con-
vert that defent into auother ard to
them more glovious victory.

‘ernor ¢ould not avoid calling t. But it
i searcely evidept that #iffecn days are
necessary for the completion of the un-
finished business. Tlere does nob seem
to be any good reasen why l:_llﬂ reguirerl
laws could pnot be etagted within five
days. Iftho members have any regard
for public opimion they will Hf least
try to bring their work to a eonclusion
within the time. ;

The subjects of legislation indicated by
the Governor in bia proclunation are ap-
propriation, revenue, registration aud
elaction, levees, Penitentiary, floating
debt, city charter and militia. It is to be
linped that they will be brought forward
aud acted npon withont unuecessary de-
lny.
