THE PRESS.

There is no guestion but the press has
seveivesd lard usage at the hands of the
luislature bogh during its first and sec-
ol session.

(Mewphis Appeal.)
Highway rolbers are maki
lively in Texas, ‘Fheir darh
exploits bear comparison with those ot
Jack Shepbard; Dick Turpin and other
neted highwaymen o their palmiest days:
Trains bave been stopped and the ex-
press and mail cars plundered some half
dozen times within the past four weeks:
The last ol these daring deeds ocenrred
on Thursday, at Eagle I'vrd, a station en
the Texas amd Vacitic Railread, about
six piiles from Dallns, At this point an
armed gang, about a dezen in nmmber
mounted the train, a pertivn of whem,
with pointed pistols, touk charge of the
express messenger, mail agent and rail-
road employees, while the balance leis-
urely devoted themselves to plundering
the oxpress sate and mail bags, and
when they had secured everything of
value, they quietly drove off in o west-
erly direstion, After the secoml train
robbery over there, aboub three weels
ago, the Governor, railioad and express
Jointly organized a large force for the
vurpose of hanting down the roblers,
and in addition oftered a reward of nine
thousand dullars for their capture sind
conviction, Dut the untervitied high-
waymen are still at large, and seem to
be pursniong their villainous career with
increased energy. As the Post Office
Diepartment is not Hable for the loss of
any money, valuable packages or regis-
tered letters seut through the mails, »
great many poor peaple will no deulbt
be made sufferers by these robberies,
The express company, ef conrse, is liable
for all losses, and Lhose who remitted
through that channel are all right. We
understand that the express enmpany
has lost immensely by this series of rob-
beries in Texns, Still, every loss was
promptly made goodby the company oun
presentation of receipt. M. J. (VBrien
general snporintendent of tho Southern
and Texas express companies, was in the
city during the past weelk, awnd on re-
ceipt of dispatches anuouncing the rob-
bery at Eagle Ford, he immmediately
left for Texas, with the determination tor
adopt sueh measures as will bring aboft
the capturs of these daring Lighway-
men, rerardless of the cost abd
trouble incident thercto.

A vig-
orons tight kaa lLeen and is still being
made upon  this Jottery concern by the
New Orleaus Demecret, but the imimense
profits of this concern enable it to resist
snegessfully  all the attacks of this able
paper.  The chief of the lottery compiny.
Mr,@has. T. llewaund, by Lis shrewd man-
ipnlations of the Lon
Lias aeqnired a power - bich is likely to
overshadow that oneo exercised by War-
molly or Kellogg, With the aid of the
press of New Orleans. he hasonly to gain
that of the neighboring country parishes
tu give Lim absolute eoutrol of the Lou-
isinna Legislature.

Lottery dealing has been so generally
recoguized  as one of the most dangerous
and dembpralizing species of gambling,
that in nearly all the States of the Union
it is prohibited. There is a law  forbid-
ding the use of the United States maile
in cwrrying on the lottery  husiness, b
from the mauper iu whieh the eirenlars
aud sehewes of this peenliar company are
circulated it woulld seem  to be a dead
letter.  Bat the magnitude of the op
tions of the Leui 1 State Lotter,
beginning toattract the stiention of in-
fluential newspapers outside of the State
in which it is located.
