From an exeellent lady resident of this
Parish we have received the following
very valuable recipe for curing haws
aned othier meat, which wo publish {or the
benetit of those who have been seo provi-
dent as to remove their meat houses from
the far west to their own domain. We
advise nll onr farwer friends to et it ont
amd file it away for futnre refeference:
“F1rat see that the hawms ave Mt snooth
at the fleshy parc—leaving the cross-bone
in. To ench hiun take one halfof a tea
spoonful of powdersd sxltpetre, and,
when eofid, rub well on the ileshy parts
and in the erevices with the hand. Next
tike selt and brown suwar, fonr parts of
the first and one o1 the latter; mix and
rib well over the hams or other meat
you may wish to save, Lay meat in amo-

Insses harrel, with three hams in the hot-
tom and half jowls avenad; and toangne
in the middle. Sprinkle the salt and su-
gar betwaeen each layer until the bareel is
full, DPut s weight o top to press the
meat down; make a hole in the bottom
of the barrel to let the Dbrine drip ont,
but also put a tub under tho barrel to
eatel this hrine. Lot it stand three days
after which, put this brine on the flire
aud let i6 come almost to a boil, Lot not
quite; push away the live from the pot
and drop in n enp of eold water; which
will cause the Llood and other impurities
to rise to the top,  Skim off the top, and
repeat in the same way. Doil this the
third time, adding salt and water sufil-
cient to make enongh brine to cover all
your meat. ‘This brine shonld be strong
enongh to float an ezg. When perfoctly
colil, put yoor meat in it with weight
snfficient to keep it under. Let it re-
main from fonr to six weeks. Then wash
the salt off with brine and wipe the meak
dry : rub it over with molasses and black
pepper—proportion: oue quatrt of molas.
ses to one fourth of a pound of pepper.—
Hang up amd smoke, the hmus hock
downwarid. Smoke for six wecks, alior
which, fake it down on a dry day and
cover the hams with cloth and white-
witsh tliew, provided they are veady be-
fore Mareh. If, however, they are not
smoked sulliciently before March, dip eaeh
ham in boiling water and wipe perlectly
dry before canvasssing.
