THE GRECIAN FIBE.

An invention which wonld naturaliy
gpread tervor and consterration o the
ranks of an enewmy has beon exhibited at
¥rogmoor, by the iuventor, Mr. C. J.
O'Hara, of New Orloans, in the presence
of several distingnished military men,
oue of whom was Gen, Lesuregard, The
exhibition of this terrible and seemingly
irtesistable instrument of doath and dos-
truction is reported by th: New Orcans
Demoerat as very satisfactory. That pa-
per gives the fo.dowing deseriplion of the
inventor’s claims and the projectiles that
may be of intorest to our readers :

The shell is an ovdinary cast iron eyl-
inder, and in this enso to fit & three-inelr
or ten-pouuder Parrot gun, the shanlder
or paint of which is cemi spherleal. The
fuse or percnssion eap is substituted by a
melalle cone, nn ineh in diameoter at the
base and abont half an inel thiek—from
bLase io apex. This cons, which is of
highly tempered steel, ia groved from
base o apex into an octagonal shape,
preseating much similarily to a serow-
hole rewimer, the function of which it iu-
decd performs. The shell contains some
liqnid compositlon known only te the
inventor, whicl canenssion causes to ex-

lode anud totear the shell into fragments
the liquid igeiting auything inGammalle
with which it comes in covfuct. The
reamer i3 eapable of perforating iron sev-
eral inches thielk, and fiom ils pecaline
sonstruction  will enter iren plating
placed nt a very small angie.

The target nsed yesterday, however,
was ooveritacle oue, cight feet square,
and composed of faur-ingh pine seantliog,
clad with street rail voad iron, which va-
ries from one te two mches in chickness,
Behind the target » lot ol shavings, chips
and other combustible matter Lad bLeen
heaped.

The £ring was donoe al one hundred
¥yards, the first shot striking the target,
perforating the iron and wood aud break-
ing the shell iuto fragments aud igniting
instanily, the combustible material —
Some of the pieces of the armor were pro-
Jected o distance of one hnodred yards
beyond the target, ove picce of which
hore the well-defined imprint of ons of
the sides of the reaiter.

A secomd shot missed the mark, prob-
ably owing to the [act that the flangs of
Mr. O'Tlara’s shells are not wide ensugh
to fill the grooves of the Parrot's rifling,
whiel is one of the requisites of momen-
tum and aceuracy, awd yet the shell ex-
ploded on striking the grouud beyond the
target. The third shell pierced the tar-
zot, as in the dirst case, exploding a few
yards beyord il, and scattering tho in-
tiammable lignid among the grass and
weols, whore it continaed to Lurn for
some time.

A forth shot was fired, this time into
the water of Bavon &6 John, at a de-
pression of aboui twenty deguees, the
shell striking the water abont seventy
yards from the gun, exploding in the wa-
ter, seattering its fragments and ricocliet-
ting enly the flange, which whirred its
way into the swanyr  This last cxperi-
maent was made in the presenec of Cel. J.

: B. Walton, who bad been prevented until

ihoen frowm atfending ihe tesfs,

As to the reanli, Mr, O Hara has the as-
sertion of Gen. Deanregard thag it isa
sanccess, Mr. O'Tara havirg performed
will his projectile ail that he claimed {o
be able to do upnder the cirenmstancas.

Regarding the capability of Mr O ITara’s
projactilo to pierce armor at an angle-in
otber words, to avoid glancing—and his
assertion that op ghipboard or in case-
mutes it woalid be impossihle to extin-
guish the material contained in his pro-
Jjectiles, there are no means of determin-
ing at present; Dbnt yesterday's expoeri-
ments will doubtless prompt soch a ro-
port to the Bzeretary of War that onght
te aftord the inventor an opportunity of
experimenting with his projectiles scien-

tifieally and thoroughly, and on a large ]

seale.
