Havana, July, 7—The English

steamer from Yera Cruz brings advi-

cvs from the City of Mesico to the
90th of June. On the 26th, a part of
the erew of the Mexican war stenmer

Libertad, in the larbor of Vern

Cruz, mutinled and seized the steam-

er while the commander was on

shore. Simultaneously sowe of the
officers of the Vera Cruz garrison at-
tempted to raise 2 _revolt at the in-
stigation of some disconted persons.

Nine the rebels were killed,

The steamer Libertad went to sea.
The war steamers had gone in pur-
suit, and she doubtless will he over-
taken. Accounts of events in Vera
Cruzare very conflicting. The gov-
crnment has apparently masteved the
situation, but gince the revolt of the
garrison a reign of terror has pre-
viiled theve. All the Vera Cruz
merchauts are hostile to the govern-
ment in consequence of the passage
of o law against contraband trade,
and they have ever sinee bean in a
state of quiet revolt. It is generally
belioved that the nine revolters who
were killed were assassmated in the
guard house on the pretext that they
had attempted to escape.

A BATTLE AT CALAMA.

Panama, June 28.—Lima adviees
tothe 18th of June report a battle nt
Calama'and the capture of that point
by the allied forces.

The Chilian losses are stated to be
1500 killed. No official report of the
action has been received, and the
statement is discredited.  An insigui-
ficant encounter is reported at Quilia-
qua, on the river Goa; some killed,
others eaptured.

The trouRa were thoroughly de-
motalized during the combat, the
crew actually vecognizing no com-
mander, and throwing themselves
naked into the water before the
Huascar had given-the Esmeralda the
fatal blow. .
