(iENTLE3IES-I have the honor to

acknowledge receipt of your letter of
July 13, 1"•0, apprising me formally of

my nomination to the office of president
of the United States by the National
Democratic Convention, lately held in
Cincinnati.

I accept the nomination with gr:ateful

appreciation of the confidence reposed in
me. The principles enunciated by the
convention are those I have cherished

in the past, and shall endeavor to main-
tain in the future. The thirteenth,
fourteenth and fifteenth amendments to

the constitution of the United States,
embodying the result of the war for the
Union, are inviolable. If called to the
presidency, I should deem it my duty to
resist with all of my power any attempt
to impair or evade the full force and

EFII'ECT OF TfE CONSTIT'I';•1•

which, in every article, section and
amendment, is the supreme law of the
land. The constitution formns the basis
of the government of the United States.
The powers granted by it to the leglsla-
tive and judicial departments, define
and limit the authority of the general
government. The powers not delegated
to the United States by the constitution,
nor prohibited by it to the States, belong
to the States respectively, or to the 1
people. The general and State govern-
ments, each acting in its own sphere, I
without trenching on the lawful jurisdic- I

tion of the other, constitute the Union. t
This Union, comprising the general

government, with general powers, and
4tate governiments, with States powers,

for purposes local to States, is a polity
the foundation of which was laid in the
profoundest wisdom. This is the Union
our fathers made, and which has been
so respected abroad and so beneficent at
holme. Tried by blood and fire, it stands
to day a model form of free popula t
government ; a popular system which,
rightly administered, has been, and will
continue to be, theI

to guard against it.

The machinery of a strong centralized
general government can be used to per-

petute the same `aet of men in power
from term to term, until it.

I do not doubt the discriminating
justice of the people, and their capacity
for intelligent self government, and
therefore do not doubt the success of the
Democratic party.
