On Saturday last, at his residence in
this parish, having attained the tipe age
of 75 years, the venerable William Pratt
breathed his last, carrying with him to
the world above the respect. and esteem
of all who knew him. The deeoased
was born in Seott county, Ky., on Jan-
uary 28th, 1802, On Febuary 18th, 1345,
be moved to thisparish and became,soon
after, in gompany with Mr. MeHatton,
@ lesace of the penitentiary. When the
Capitol was in provess of erection, he
directed the construction of the brick
work in behalf of his tirm, who had
been awarded the contraet. As an evi-
denee of the faithfalness with which
the snme was fulfilled, we can only point
to the solidity of the walls, which neith-
er tire nor time have impaired ; for they
stand to-day to shelter the new struct-
His aged spoude, to whom he was
married on April Tth; 1824, still sur-
vives him, a8 also his elder hrother,
Gen, John Pratt, the oldest lying irrad-
uate of the West Point Military &-hool,
now residing at Georgetown, Ky, Mr
Willinm Pratt was possessed of those
noble qualitica which charactorize true
manhood,  He was hrave, generous, and
unwavering in his principles. His fao-
ture conrse conld always be foreshadow-
ed by his past. A Demoerat all his life,
& Boutherner, he naturally loved Dixie's
Land with all ‘his heurt, Tod old to
take the field in 1561, Lis sons, tmboed
with the sauwe spirit, ranged themselves
under the bauner of the Lost Canse,

Though his family wod irnumoerable
friends are wrapped in grief, they have
the consalation that the deceased lived
through the full course of human exist-
ence, an exemplar of those virtues that
will ever éxeite the admiration of man-
kind.
