arrangements his company had made
looking to that desirable end. Col.
Wheelock replied that the company
hiad purchased the Donuldsonville
road, which they intended to extend
along the west side of the Mississippi
to a point back of the Braly Landing,
in West Baton Rouge, from whence
the line would be continued through
Rosedale, on to Alexandria and
Shreveport. Opposite the city of Ba-
ton Rouge, a branch would be con-
structed, whose terminus, for the pres-
ent, would be located at the Baton
Rouge ferry landing. That Baton
Rouge cars would be attached to ev-
ery train on the main line, which
would be met atthe junction, by alo-
comotive that wounld convey these
cars to and from the river terminus,
He stated, further, in the event that
the Divectors of the Clinton and Port
Hudson Railway,or those of the Grosse
Tete ' Railroad, should eonclude to
build aline from Clinton to Baton
Rouge, then the Pacific company

wonld feel justified in affording the
areater facility of locating their depot

i the city of Baton Rouge, and by a
transfer boat, ecarry the trains back
and forth across the Mississippi,

my of Northern Virginia, which was
celebrating its anniversary—Stone-
wall Jackson's birthday. At half
past four the members, numbering
over three hundred, were formed by
twos on' Camp street. Headed by a
brass band, these veterans of the im-
mortal ‘Lee, marched with faultless
step, as of yore, down to Canal,
thence to Rampart, thence te St.
Charles and back to Odd Fellows'
Hall,where a sumptuous spread await-
ed them. At one end of the Hall
could boread the following extract,
taken trom “Swinton’s Union History
of the War™:

“The Army of Northern Yirginia :—
Nor can there fail to arise the image
of that other Army that was the ad-
vorsary of the Army of the Potomac,
and which, who can ever forget it?
That artay of tattered uniforms and
bright muskets ; that body of incom-
parable Infantry, the Army of North-
ern Virginia, which, for four years car-
ried the revolt on its bayoneta—op-
posing a constant front to the mighty
concentration of power brought
against it; which, receiving terrible
blows, did uot fail to give the like;
and which, vital in all its parts, died
only with its annihilation.”

The palatial Richardson was erowd-
ed with passengers, gmong whom
were Captains Fisher and Holt and
Mr. Harney Skolfield. The bulk of
the others were the East Carroll pris-
oners, Sheriff Powell and brother,
and - Mr, Tompking, acensed by a
negro with the killing of Dr. Jones,
at Lake Providence, on the night af-
ter the late election. These gentle-
men, all three of whom are young
men of intelligence and refinement,
were accompanied by nearly thirty
citizens of their parish, who were
