Broadcast Sowing.
Broadcast sowing (t rice should

be discontinued;the seedis uenCer
scattered with unifo,,mity; soute
grains rem•.in vpon the surface

and the remainder is buried lv
the harrow and the tramp of the
team to depths varving from 1 to
6 inches. Rice sown broadcasst
does not germinate with any un-
formity. -Some se.,'d( are takie:
by the birds, some are too neart
the su lace and lack moisture to

germinate, while others are bur-
ied too deep. In some instalces
tha variation in the germination
of the rice in the same field has
been as much as eight weeks.
Then at the harvest when the
main portion is ready for the
reader, quite an amount of rice
is still immature. The product
commands a very low pi:lc in
the market, because the mir-
ch:untable grain must sell at the
price o(f the low grade. Care
must be taken to 1)lant the sever-
al fields at different periods, sio
that the haovest will not be too
crowded. It require's in::h
more care to produce a srictle iv
first-class qualit;y of rice tian is

Plan Oats.

It may be well to call thi tte n-
tion of the rice growers to the
importance of planting some flll
oats. This is one of the easiest
and cheapest crops to gr(ow ini
t!his section, provided t1he follow-
ing directions are carried out:

First, be sure the ladtl is twell
drained; that is, that. no water be
al1 wced I. stoad for any loeultii
oif tiul(', s this would ruin th,'
cro)(. li sure to 1plant Texas
rust-proof oats; sw broadcast ai
the sao imu 1i 0 , to 10) l)(,unts S
