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FAMOUS HOP
RIumor That Seno*6

Will Pure '

Negotiatigns for the sale of the.
famous Hope diamond to a rich
American have been in progress ever
since the big blue gem was brpught
to the United States last November.

The price of the diamond is $500,-
000.

It is known that the Hope diamond
was recently sent to Senator Clark's
office at No. 49 Wall street. and that
he examined it with great interest.
While he has never been known as a
collector of rare gems he is known in
Europe and America as a large pur-
chaser of paintings and costly works
of art.

The Hope diamond came to the
United States on Nov. 26, 1901.
It was brought over by Simon Frankel,
of the firm of Joseph Frankel's
Sons of Nassau street. The diamond
was brought in the safe of the Ger-
man liner Kronprinz Wilhelm in a
plain pine ease screwed to a shelf.

The Hope diamond is one of these
rarest of gems, a perfect blue dia-
mond. It weighs 44% carats. and is
eushion-shaped, reflecting a deep sap-
phire blue light from nearly 200
facets. As to its origin, that, like the
history of many other famous gems, is
shrouded in mystery. In its present
size and form it dates back only to
1838. but there is good reason to be-
lieve that it is half of what was once
