The treasury of the United States
at Washington, containing an im- r
mense amount of gold and silver coin,
is guarded both by men and modern I
mechanism. Every vault is connected

with an electric alarm so sensitive
that the slightest touch of the hand
will sountd a warning at the office of t

the guards and in the police stations
of the city of Washington. False
alarms have occasonally sent armed
men hurrying to the treasury. A sig-
nal allowed to continue would bring
out the troops at Fort Meyer, three
miles away. Besides these mechani-
cal safeguards, seventy-two men, un-
der a captain, are engaged in watch-
ing the treasury. Of these, one-fifth
are detailed for day service and two-
fifths for each of the two watches of
the night.
