Tho following letter from an honored cor-
respondent in Virginia defines the question bo-
twoen the north and south faithfully, We be-
licve that our institutions are in themselves
Just and provident; that they insare us a whole
Feoplu who are industrions, soctul and well af-
ected; ond that they securo us agaiust the
evile of pauperism, thisvery and outlawey,
They also establish lasting peace between labor
and capital—the point prominently bronght
forward by our correspondent.

Viroivia, March 27, 1850,

Mesars, Editors: I amsure you will e pleased
to learn that the slavery doctrines, held and
promulzated by the statesmen and pross of
South Carolina thirty years ago, huve become
the doctrine of all parties in Virginis, I um
acquainted with no native Virginion who does
tiot consider domestic slavery o natural rightful
and legimate institution—with but fow, who,
looking to the fumines and revolutions of West-
crn Europe, and the isms, forehoding like evouts
inour north, do not consider it normal and
neecssary,  Within twenty years, a distinguish-
el Virginian declared from lLis soat In the
Scunte of the United Siates, “that lie held
slavery to he o moral, soein} and political evil.”
The sentiment did not then grate harshly on
Southern ears, and the Senator continned to
rise in public estimation, e is still admired
and esteemed by the south, for no one suspects
that he entertains such opinions now, 1 sup-
pose he wonld be the last man {n Amerien to
countenance then; for he had the
tunitics of wituessing the insareetions of lnbor
againgt capital in Europe ln 1848, and intoler-
able sullferings of the lahoring classes that pre-
ceded and justified those insuercetions, He
well knows that slavery is o good, beennse it
relieves the Inboring eluss from the greatest of
evils—the heartless grinding and exucting des-
potism of Cupital —a despatism which even onr
Abolitionists have pronouneed to be intolerable,
or I know no Abolitlonist who is not a social-
ist, and prepared to modify or to destroy the
right to private property,

But I do not mean to congratulate your State
for mere originality of thonght and speculative
acumen,  She has o much higher elaim to
tional regard und ndmiration, The ensning
Presidentinl eanvass, whicli will probably de-
termine the fate of the Union, will tarn almost
solely ou the question of state equality, None
can consistantly or effoctively contend for state
equality, who do uot hold that the institutions
of the south, and the socinl forms of the sonth
are cqually rightful, legitinate, moral and pro-
motive of Lwnan happiness and well-being of
the Nortl. Il slave socivty be inferior in these
Tespects to free society, we of the south are
wromg and criminal in proposing to extend it
to new territory, sod the North is right in ex-
erting itsell to the utmost to prevent such ex-
Lentis Nuy more if slave society, be an -
ferior sucial organization, we should all hecome
at least pradual emancipationists.  Wo must
coutend that ours is the best form of society;
for sovial organisms, so opposite as thoss of
the north awd the south, cannot be equally well
siited to peaple in all other respects so exactly
alike,  Wo must suerender the doctrine of state
equality s of slawcr])’ uxtension, unless wo
{are prepared to meet the attacks of Black Tie-
publicanism on our institntions by making
equally vigorous ussaults on theirs,  The I'r
ident, i his annal message, bas elearly indica-
tuil this as the proper mode of defeuce, the true
answer to the Abuolitionist,

Lt not the south longer rely on the half

{uate the temporary continaance of slivery, but
cannot justily its extengons,  Ifull other forms
ol slavery but uegro slavery be wrong then is
the Bible untrue, and the history and experience
of mankind worth nothing.
