CHRYSTAL PALACE BURNINU.

The New York papers of the 6th Inst. bring
as the particulars of this destructive conlflIgrn-
tlon, which was briefly announced by telegraph:

The Crystal Palace, the scene of so many of.
the great public demnonstrntions which have ta-
ken place In this city of late years, was total-
ly destroyed last evening by tire, tltd the site
is now a mass of smoking ruins. Not only the
Palace itself, but everything that it contained,
was burned up, and the exhibitors at the Great
Fair of the American Institute, which was he
oing held there for two weeks past, have lost all

they had in the building.
There is every reason to believe that the fire

was the work of an iucendiary, as it originated I
in a part of the buildling in which no fire was,
used, but which was tilled with inflamable inn.
terial, the debris of the Palace, which was put;
in an out-of-the-way place, for fear of aceidents. I
The fire was first iliscovered shortly before five
o'clock in the afternoon, in the northeast corn-
er of the building, about two hundred feet fromI
where the machinery was on exhibition. At i
this time there were about three thousnlt per-
sons in the building, mostly women and hitil
dren, who were viewing the articles on exhlii
tion. The building was so large that it pryov
ed difficult to spreadd an alarm. and it was some
time before the visitors could he warned of tlheir
danger; and the danger to all in the Ilnce wits
mos imminent, for the flames, when tithey ot
under headway, spread with fearful rapil ity,
and as by magic the vast edifice was one miass
of glowing fire and flame. There were eiglh
hydrants in the huihling ; but the suddenlness
with which the tire spread gave the employes
of the American Institution no time to use
them; and almost before the hose couhldi be
screwed on the conflagration had ttmade sulh
headway that all attempts to save anything ot
exhibition, much less the building, were eutire-
ly useless.

Tee scene in the Palace during the progress
of the flames was one of idlescrihable conft-
sion. A pattnic seemed to seize every one, and
the hewildered visitors scarcely iltderstood
their dangerous position well enough to pro-
vide for their own safety. The childlren sceamI
ed, women fainted, atnd their distracted imaleh
attendants with difficulty found their way to
the doors. At the time we write there is ino
certainty as to whether any lives are lost, but
if all who were in the pnalace escaped it is lit-
tle less Ihaen a miracle. Last night was to have
been a concert night, anld the managers esti-
mated that at least 10,000 persons woahl have
been present. Had the fitre, therefore, takken
place three hours later, there is scarcely a doubt
bnt that thonusnds of lives would have been
lost, as all coltl not have passed the doors be-
fore the dome fell.

The pitch pine which formed the flooring,
stairs and framework of the entire palace, af-
forded a most inli.'nmablle plbulum for the
conflagration to feed upon, and this explainis
the reason of its rapid sprend. The scene wheni
the fire was at its height was one of fearful
maegnificeuce. The huge dome waslike a vast
ball of fire, and the flame, leaped up its sides
in great waves of lurid light. At one time t lihe
whole palace was glowiing like a hurning coal,
and vomiting up lire at a rate that wonll halv
done credit to Vesuvius. All who witiessedl
the spectacle declured that it was one of those
things rarely seen in a lifetitme.

About twenty five minutes ifter the fire was
first discovered the dome fiell with a f'earful
crash, and thle thllaes made one final leap up-I
wards and sank to rise no more. In forty vui.
utes from the breaking out of the fire the P'il.
ace and all it contained were totally destroy-
ed; and all that marked the site of Ihisonce

proud building are a few standing towers and
a smoking heap of ruins.

NUMBEiR OF EXIIIBITORR AND THEIRi lOSS.
The total numhe of exhibitors at the fair was

about 8,9000. Of these no cntalogue has yet
been made out, and it is ditfliult to get at an
estimate of the loss of each exhibitor. Sonime
of the articles were, of course, of little or no
value, but tile majority of the articles were cost-
ly, and as they were not Insured, the loss will
fall heavily upon the exhibitors. The average
value for each exhibitor would not fiall below
$300. At this rate the total loss would be ms
follows:
8,660 exhibitors, $300 each ...... $1,098,000
Cost of Building ............... 100,000

Total loss................. $1700,000
This estimate may be a little too high, but

the items seem little enough.

THE SOUTH AND WEST.

The business done this fall, thus far, has been
very satisfactory to those houses, the stability
of which was unshaken by the pi'ic of the past
year. Their businiess has been large and their
collections good. The general feature of the
fall business is a remarkable one and will doubt-
less attract the attention of leading merchants.
It is the fact that the Southern and Southwest.
ern business is come to be more reliable and
profitable than the Northern and Western. It
is now less speculative. It is on ia more steady
basis, and will for the future in all prolhaili.
ty have the ascendancy. Many years ago the
Southern trade was supposed to be the source
of all wealth, and every exertion was used to
get and retain it. A remarkable change took
place. This was caused by the specllative ex-
citement of 1832-37. In those years the open-'
ing of the Mississippi lands took place, on bor-
rowed money. It was found that cotton could
be raised cheaper in those countries than in'
the Atlantic States. Young planters divided
off the paternal negroes and proceeded to new
lands. The money was obtained by new State!
loans to start banks, and large amounts of Eas-
tern capital went into these new banks, which'
