ment which commits the ,flicer ,voted for to nothinghilt his own will. makes itr f' r tllhu 0ime tii'lng. anautocrat. lie is not n i mocrat pledged to carry out
the principles of IDemocracy. lie is not pledged toany thing iexcept his own will anld pleasure."

Ilerron, however much we, may have ntn
formly abstained and refused, to commit this Journal
to an ndvocncy of any one's claim, for any one of the
namninallons to be made by the Conventio3.

There is nothing remarkable or unuesual in this con.
test. In the State of Virginia, before the De'mocratic
nomination, there was a mcch greater and more gen.
eral conflict of opinion among the democracy, urged
with a total absence of every thing like moderation:
yet the convention was held, the candidate for Gover.
nor nnomintetl. and the choice of the convention is
now tewing supported by the united democracy of the

onhle old commonwealth--the citadel of demoeracy
-- the mother of Washington. Jefferson, Madison, and
Munlro. patriots, and statesmen.

The trutlh is, Democratn are prov'rrbial for theird'•r'sareements. untll it comes to voting. No party
discipline can make them abandon their right of
thonghlt. Thi. It is that makes De'mocracy a puzzlesaed ,nicnma to some of those who have been schooled
under old Federalism, or modern Knownothingism.To b,.long to the same political party. they think it
necee.ssry that there should not Ie the least difference
of opinion recognized or even tolerated. They donot understand, that this very freedom of opihion, is

the very essence of Democracy. The Democraticparty is composed of menl who entertain precisely the
-ame views uiponl the grent and fundamental princi.

ples of Democracy. its "primary csanon" being, that
ie people should choose their own rulers. To cnn.tle them to exercise this choice. Democracy reecog.
iizes in the party the largest liberty. and the fullestliseo•ssnn, to the end, that their will may be as.

erltinedl wilh certauity, in the selection of persons
Sfill nofilee.
Weehave used the two names, at the head of this

They mistake the independent
and earnet diveltsion among Democrats into an Ir-
recnncilalhle feud and division, from which they hope
to realize large profit, personally and politically, by
Un ting with one portion of the Democracy to crush
out the other. They will meet with about the same"
success. the aminble Individual did, who interfered
in tlIe fight between the man and his wife.

This is a family quarrel which the Democracy will
settle among them.selves, though the disappointment
will be great among those of our formier opponents in
this parish. who intended Investing largely, in the
event of a division in the party. It can't be helped.
If they wish a united Democratic party and the
Snllth an entire unit in the nextTPtr-1fitina•oirtest,
let them come forward arid declare their purposes,
that in the contest then to be decided, they will act
with the entire Democracy, and not a portion of it.
Thl•nands who have not heretofore acted with the
Dimicratic party, have hithus declared their intention,
without condition. qualifcation. or explanation, henceforth
to do so, and they are received with warm hearts and
open hands. These Immense accessions to our ranks
have taken their full part in controlling its action and
policy, some of them acting with the '"State Rights,"
and the others, with what is called here, the " Conser-
vatire" portion of the Democratic party. For our
own part. we do not hesitate to say, that we cordially
co-operate with those of them that take the same
view of the polity of the party that we do, while we
have no doubt that our . eonservative" friends do the
same with those that side with them.

It is essential to tihe welfare of the slaveholding
states, that there shouldl be but one political party in
them, at this time, and it is equally essential that
State Rights' doctrines should be ascendant therein.
The Dimocratic party, and it alone, should be the
rallying poi it of every true Southerner. Believing
strongly in the doctrine of State Rights, we have bat.
tied earnestly for the ascendancy of those principles.
and we have the strongest confidence of their triumph
in the party eventually, should they fall now.

We have also opposed stronously abuses In the
party, as well as the demoralizing influences of cor-
rupt leaders. The whole controversy, however, will
be dmifliitively settled by that final arbiter of differ-
ences, a Convention, held according to its time hon-
tored usages, and from which there is with us no ap.
peal, unless-there should be flagrant and palpable
w"ong and injustice done, which is not expected; at
least we have no such anticipations in regard thereto.
And hence, we have no hesitation in saying, that
although the Convention may not nominate those of
our personal preference, we shall, with no less also-
rity cheerfully support those who are nominated.
