THE ECHO PRISONERS.

The Circuit Court of the United States crn
vened at ele,'en o'clock, Thursday. when tlaes
Grand TJurors were in attendaunce, and the full
number of twenty.three were sworn in.

His honor Judge Wayne charged, them at
length, andt more especially upon the Oat of
May, 1820,making twelve o'clock. The wit.
nesses in the Echio cams were called, and after
some time spent in deliheration, two bills of
indictment were fogind, one'nagainst the sixteen
prisoners now in jail, and the other against the
one sent to Africa on board of the Ningara
This finding of the Grand Jnry will raise the
question of availability in the law in a case as
marked and decided as could well orenr; and
that our renders may have o clear concep-
tion of the matter, we will give a brief state.
ment of the facts of the case and the proceed.
lnao.

The facts and circumstances of the arrest
will be more fally seen from a brief abstrnetof
the testimony of Lieut. Chan. C. Carpenter,
which was taken before tile Commissioner of
the United States, upon the question of com-
mitment. HPsanys that he is the Third Lieu-
tenant of the United States hrig Dolphin, Capt.
Malnfft, which vessel, on the morning of the 21st
of August, 1858. stood out from the port of
Sagna La Grande, aind down along the coast
towards Cnrdenns; that. upon coming out of
the port, they saw another vessel steering in
nenly the same coarse until near three o'el ek,
when the Dolphin, keeping away to run into
port, the other vessel stood off from the coast.
The fact was reported to the Captain, who di.
rected chase, and when within a mile-nndan-
half of her4he ordereds English colors to I o
hoisted and blank cartranes to he fired, that
she might show her colors. Not doing so,
shots were fired across her bow, when she hoist-
ed Ame:*iean colors. The dolphin then hauled
down her English colors and hoisted American,
and firing at the main-top-sail the fugitive res-
eel hove to. An armed, hoat's crew, Lieuten
ant Bradford in command, went on hoard
The hold was found to he full of negroes; they
took possession; sent all but three of the per-
sons found, on board the Dolphin; received
thence a prize rew, and sailing in the compa-
ny with the Dolphin for a time, in the diree-
tion of Key West, they were ultimately order-
ed on to Charleston, and delivered the negroes
to the 31trsl'al of the District. On hoard the
vessel when captured, which had the name of
Echo upon the stern, there were no papers nor
log hook to indicate her character. The men
found on board, and who had been sent to the
Dolphin, were subsequentfy brought back; and
being released from confinement and sent for-
ward to work, they worked cheerfully and well
for the bnalaee of the voyage.

It wdh mentioned a few days since, that the
prisoners were taken for trial to Columbia, at
which place occurred the first session of the
District. Cnourt after arrest. 'lten 'there was
a decided fetling In oppositi9n 4o the law;
and the Grand Jnry. to whom hills were snh.
mitted, fail to find them A motion was then
made for their discharge, which' was pressed
with great zeal, the argument upon which was
pnulished the in Mercury about a month ago.
The motion was successful, however, and the
prisoners were ordered back to Charleston for
trial at the present term The United States
will he represented by James Conner.

District A ttorney. anmd the prisoners by TI. W.
Spratt and R,. De Treville, (isq., of Charleston,
andt Maxcv Greag, Esq., of Columhia.-
Chanrlestn llercary.

We have copied from the Charleston Me.r-
cury the forug iag minute deta;ils of jndicial
proceeding in that city, beeantise they relatte to
a subject which is deservedly attracting a large
share of pnhlic attention.

A despatch received since the article was
put in type nnuourfees that the persons who
were indicted, as above, for violating the laws
of the United States forbidding the slave trade,
have been acquitted.

In the language of Judetn Camphell, "the
act of Congress of May, 1820, denonnces as
pirates those citizens of the United States, of
a ship's company of a vessel engaged in the
slave trade, who crhll land from such a vessel
and forcibly seize, or decoy, or bring, or carry
away from any foreign shore, or any who for-
cibly detains or confines on such a vessel any
uegro or mulatto who is not a slave unnder the
laws of any of the States; or who attempts to
sell at sea as a slave such a person; or lands
him from the sea, or transfers him to another
vessel to he landed and disposed of as a slave."
But, says the judge. " the laws of the United
States do not stop at providing pnnishment
against thq immediate agents and instruments"
of the trade. (We have chosen to omit the
coarse abuse and vulgarexpletives of the learn-
ed functionary.) " No citizen of the United
States, as owner, master, factor, can build,
equip, fit, load, or otherwise prepare any ship
or vessel, or engage one to sail from the Uni-
ted States for the purpose of engaging in this
trade; nor can any citizen of the U. States
take on board, receive, or transpott from any
of the coasts of Africa, or other foreign place
or pountry,,any negr'o, mulatto, or person of
color, not an inhabitant nor held to labor nn-
der the laws of any of the States, for the par
pose of holding, selling, or disposing of such a
person as a slave. The ships so employed are
forfeitqd, and the persons concerned in any of
these acts are exposed to a fine and imprison
ment.

Under these enactment the Echo prisoners
have been indicted, tried and found not guiltt,.

We rejoice at this result. It establishes tihe
unavailability of the laws interdleting the Afri-
can slave trade, so far as their enforcement de-
peuds upon the public sentiment of the South.
It shows what that sentiment, is. While the
retult is not to Ia aceptes as undoubted ev. I
