The ostrich feather does nbt wane [n
popularity. On the contidry, tliere aré
more ostrieh feathers wofn Lhis season
than ever before and Lhiy dite atranged
with more vaifety 6f efféct. Dne can
do more with fenthefa than In previous
eeasons; for they ard beavier anfl they
are more pliable. Feathérs that werd
once brittle and stiff are now charmings=
ly pliable and well adaplted tb the purs
poses of tiimming; says thé Brooklyd
Engle.

A nest of feathers is oné bf the new
ways of using ostrich tips. Let the hat
be any shape, but preferably one of those
shapes with & wide brim that turns up
sharply at one slde, the taller the bet-
Ler,

Take the feathers, which mugt be five
in number, and have themall the eame
length. One, however, s longer than
the rest, but the remainder are allof a
length. Fasten the feathers together,
Pull them out in the form of a feather
npest.

Wheis clover Is failing to grow the
wee of lime {6 indicated, For thls pur-
posé e common quleklime (s all that
is requited. A very convenient fotm of
lime 15 made in s6mé fiarts of the state
by grinding quitk- -limé inth 4 ‘eofrse
meidl, This can be appliedl with the
fertiliztf drill oF thé mianirh spredder,
using about 1,000 pounds per aers, 1t
costs $3.50 (0 $4.50 per ton al thé
kllns. It must not be expected thal
lime alone will bring prosperity to the
clover crop. In the Ohip station’s ex-
periments, lime produces very litle ef-
fecl on clover on unferiilized land,
Manure or fertilizer must first be uzed
Lefore lime will produce any Ilnsting
benefits.

Farmers should not he mislod by the
claim that ceriain methods of prepar-
fng lme will prevent its injurious ef-
fect. If thosa methods do  what ¢
claimed for them thay will prolong
and {ncrease that offect nnd the appar-
ent increase of erop which follows the
application of such limes will be paid
for by a certaln and more complote Im-
poverishment of the soll. Lime i# not
a fortilizer and its use as a fertilizer
will bring ultimate loss—Press Bulle-
tin of the Ohlo Agricuitural Hxperi-
ment Station,

trea I8 much preferced, winter and
summer, to tha mozt appraved poultry
house,

Those living on small farms had best
confine their energies to other branches
of the poultry department, no matier
how alluring the turksy business muay
seem. In the end it will prove a dia-
appointment; worse, the owners of
nelghbhoring gardens will be your ene-
mies, for a turkey will go through a
paich of cabbage in short order if op-
portunity Is offered.

Again, If your neighbors are engaged
in turkey ralsing, think twice before
you enter the 1ist, even though there
be good range. Flocks will get togeth-
er, and then trouble ensues. If all par-
ties are honest, home-made leg bands
will serve to ldentify the members of
each flock. Stout ¢loth, as bedticking
or denim, will serve the purpose. But
it one of the partles is =o inclined the
leg bands may be removed—and then
young safeguard comes up as testimony
against you. The one who insists on
having his number, no matter how
many may have been taken by nawk or
weasel, is zoing to get the best of the
deal, Under such conditions it is wise
pot to attempt turkey raiging, for it la
neither profitable nor plésant to feel,
when you should be giving thanks that
you have been working all sutamer to
sorve olhers,

While the iitile turkeys are more
tender than chicks, after they are half
grown about the only care needsd is
liberal feeding night and morning. This
fatter ic more as an incentive to them
to come home to roost than to sapply
any Inner necessity. Usually the flelde
abound in grasshoppers and other in-
sects, and on them alone the turkeys
will thrive and grow [at. In_fact, as
destroyers of grasshoppers, ar
sesscns whon a flock of turkeys will
well pay thelir way. A story was
