1 thank you for your cheery words of
parting and hope that thus it may ever be
with us at all life's separations, both tempo-
rary and final.

As our train hurried past the grand Char-- ,

iton and we gazed at the beautiful surface
view, commencing with the farm of our
friend, B. F. Wood and concluding at our
eastern county line, presenting to the eyes
of the beholder the thrifty growing crops of
corn, wheat, oats, rye, timothy potatoes, 4c,
I was impressed that our soil is capable of
growing, to perfection, a greater variety of
staple products than any I have seen in
my travels this season, extending over a
distance of eighteen hundred miles. We
ought to prosper if natural resources will
enable us to do so.

Well, here we are at Hannibal and we step
aboard the good steamer Belle of La-
crosse, whose gallant crew, commanded by
Captain Burke, a jolly old bachelor, under-
stand their business and afford us every
comfort. We anticipate a pleasant voyage.

The city of Quincy now appears in sight,
compactly and 'handsomely built upon hills
surrounded by a higher range of bluffs.
The river is very wide here and the stiff
breeze we encounter makes its surface very
rough. Next appear LaG range and Can-
ton, Mo., after passing which we disappear
from the view of Missouri soil and the state
of Iowa is reached, and now we behold the
Des Moine rapids, impassable by boats of
larger craft, and flanked by a canal erected
at government expense. The navigation of
this canal is aided by the use of locks of
solid structure and ponderous machinery.
Past these rapids we have fair surface and
pleasant movement. Keokuk is the first
city of importance on the Iowa shore, fol-

lowed by Fort Madison, Burlington, Dav-
enport, and Rock Island, on the Illinois
shore. Here we tarry about six hours,
and go ashore, taking an excursion through
the island, the entire area of which once
belonged to Mr. Davenport, a wealthy old
pioneer who gave the city of Davenport its
name. He was murdered in 1861 for his
money, as he was very wealthy. His stately
and tcnantless mansion stands upon a
beautiful point of the island, enclosed and
protected as a landmark of the olden time.

- The government now owns the entire is-

land and is erecting commodius buildings
for residences of army officers and for man-
ufacture of arms, etc Many of these build-
ings are completed and in use. Large ord-

nance stores are deposited here. Here,
also, are the grave and granite monument
erected to the memory of Col. Rodman,
the inventor of the great Rodman' gun.
Also cemeteries for the buriul of the federal
dead.

I saw nothing of the prison where many
Missourians were incarcerated in 18U4.

Thirteen years of peace have obliterated
these ucrly reminders of darker days and now
Rock Island is a thing of beauty indeed.
