The meeting held here under the

auspices of the national independent
party last Saturday was not very large-

ly attended. About noon a telegram
was received from Mr. Johnson, of
Chillicothe, stating that he had missed
the train and could not be' present
Near one o'clock about 45 voters as
sembled at tlio court-hous- e, or -- o
of these being Democrats.

mand, and is evidently seriously m

Excepting that times
are hard and something is wrong, we
all know but precious little about the
great issue the financial question.
For instance, Dr. McEwing said in his
speech Saturday that the currency in
the United States in 1865 amounted to
$45 per capita; in 1868, $30 per capi-
ta, and in 1878, $4.65 per capita.

The following table, which is official,
shows the aggregate circulation of pa-

per currency and circulation, per capi-
ta, for the years named. It does not,
however, include the issue of gold in
terest bearing notes which were paid
out, but which, we believe, never went
into general circulation, and were
mostly.rodeemed from 1865 to 1868,
as the 5-- bonds were issued. The
entire issue, we believe, amounted to
about $1,200,000,000 :

The above table, of course, does not
include the gold and silver coin in the
country, which would increase the vol
ume very much. The treasury report
for July, 1878, shows that the curren
cy in tne country, including green
backs, national bank notes, &c., and
gold and silver, amounts to a littl
over $945,000,000. Estimating the
population at 4o,000,000, in round
numbers, we find that instead of only
being $4.6o per capita of currency
the United States there is, in fact, $21
for every man, woman and child, Dr.
McEwing to the contrary notwith
standing.

Our financial legislation has been
very bad-- for the past fifteen years, and
radical reforms must be inaugurated
but we fear it will require harder and
more continuous study to unravel the
tangled web and establish a system
of relief than many of our zealous
friends are devoting to the subject,
The question is one of great magnitude

almost incomprehensible and dem--

ogogues, all over the country have
palmed off on their audiences the most
trashy of twaddle until the masses
have become disgusted with them. It
is an old proverb that great reforms
are never inaugurated by fanatics. In
order to accomplish a work of vast
magnitude it requires deep thought,
hard work and persistent effort It
is but simple folly, and an imposition
on the people, for a man to talk-thing- s

to his audience that he knows are ut
terly impracticable. For instance, the
nationals propose to issue enough ab-

solute money to pay off the bonded
debt, when a large amount of the debt
was contracted in coin, and to under
take to pay such bonds in paper would
simply bo repudiation. The'5-20- s, of
which there were near $1,200,000,000,
are clearly payable in greenbacks, (but
not in any new absolute money) and
should have been paid in Greenbacks
long ago. Of late years a Radical
congress has passed law after law en
deavoring to make gold bonds out of
the until they have actually tak
en up a large portion of them and is-

sued in their stead coin bonds. " Al
though this was as thieving an act as
could have been committed, it was
done by our legally authorized agents,
the highest power in the land, and we
see no way of getting out of it except
by repudiation. Congress cannot, un
der the constitution, itself undo its
own contract There are still many of
these 0 bonds outstanding, and it
would be an ' easy matter
for congress to repeal the act
making coin bonds, and then
pay the Js in greenbacks, and it
should be done as soon as congress con
venes. It should have been done long
ago, but cannot be accomplished while
one house of our national council re-

mains under the control of the Repub-
lican party, and if the Democratic
party is divided up by the Nationals
and defeated by Radical candidates
before it gets coutrol of congress it is
probable it never will be done.

The national banking system is one
of the most vicious, corrupt, and un- -
ust ever imposed upon any people,
obbing us of $25,000,000 anually in

interest. This is another of the many
corrupt acts of a Radical congress, and
to accomplish its entire abolition will
probably require some time. Many
of the banks having been chartered
for twenty years, as long as they com
ply with their part of the contract, it
will require '

Borne very fine work to
abolish such before their charter ex-

pires. The law should be repealed at
once, however, and prevent any more
from being established, and retire the
issue as rapidly as possible, issuing
greenbacks in their stead.

The law making greenbacks good
for the people and not good for the gov
ernment and the bond-hold- er is a
thieving one, and should have never
xistd. Any povernment making

currency and discriminating against
its own offspring is corrupt. We hold
that the nearest money any govern-
ment can make out of paper is a prom
ise to pay none has ever done more
since the adoption of gold and silver,
none ever will but such promises
should he given all the value possibl
by the government, making them use
ful for everything that coin is used
for a legal tender for nil debts, and
then pledge the faith of the entire na-

tion for their redemption. This done,
the people feeling confident that they
will be redeemed sometime, if neces-
sary, the paper currency, on account
of its convenience, would be at a pre-
mium over coin. Nothing would les-

sen their value except an issue great-
er than the demand, or an eruption
and distrust in the government. We
are aware that these views are at va-

riance with the ideas and doctrines of
the Nationals, as well as some of the
public speakers, but these gentlemen
are like the public speaker who had en
thused his audience with a lot of
demagoguery, and upon being re-

minded of it by his equal, replied that
it was necessary to tell them some-

thing. We believe in tellingthe plain,
unvarnished facts, firm in the opinion
that the masses would have been infin-

itely better off if the political huxters
who are pedling their cheap trash all
over the country had never existed.

BETTER TIMES.
Crops generally all over the coun-

In short, it is impossible to tell what
the financial legislation will be the
next twelve months, and if a man
should venture in - any extensive en
terprise it might be such as to ruin
him. r

Some legislation in this direction is
sorely needed, and if we do not get it,
and that very soon, this country will
be worse off than at present. It is
dangerous to let the enslaving process
go much farther, for the Amarican
people will not endure the suffering
always. After the 4 th of March next
Geo. H. Tendleton, the pioneer geen-
back statesman of this country, wil
lead the senate with a good-- working
Democratic majority, and we have no
fears of that end of congress' failing in
its part of the work of relieving the
country, and if the Democrats stand
firm and are not devided up by
new party experiments, thereby caus
ing their own defeat and the election
of Radical congressmen enough to give
the coutractionis ts a majority in the
lower house, we will have no trouble
in getting the necessary laws enacted.
